Capital Investment
Vs Receipts
The ratio of capital Investment to

value of production In egg produc
ing poultry flocks Influences the
earnings of poultrymcn, says Eon
Wormell, extension poultry hus-
bandman.

This subject has been studied
by Cornell University for several
years.More than a thousand poul-
try farms wt?re divided according
to the number of years It took for
total receipts to equal capital in-

vestment. A low group required
one and a half years, and had a
labor Income of $2300. The middle
group inquired two and four-tenth- s

years, and had a labor income of
$1100, while the third group re-
quired four years and had a labor
income of only $200.

There seems to be a direct re-
lation between the way a man uses
his money and the way he useshis
time, says Wormell.

Warmer climates in southern
states offer advantage of lower
building investment which Is the
largest part of total capital in-

vestment.
Texas figures arc not available

but an estimate that would serve
as a basis for probable in-

vestment on a poultry farm are;

The greatest honor of Texas oil

fields drilling the Lucas Gusher
belongs to Allen V. Hamill. who

He had started work In the oil
Melds as a tool dresser for his
brother Jim at Cor.slcana In 1897.
Me was then a gangling youth with
no experience but with a willing-
ness to work and learn. By 1900,

when the Hamill Brothers were
given a contract to drill a 1.200-fto- t

test vi-1- 1 at Splndletop. he
had worked .up to driller and part-
nership in the company.

Jim sent Al to Beaumont to
make preparations for the crew.
It was a discouraging experience.
Sftveral tests had been made, all of
thom failure. Near his location
All could see an old pipe sticking
out of the ground, another man's
dream rusting to nothingness.But
lite word had beengiven, the well
had to be drilled. He sent for his
brother Curt and Peck Byrd.

No well was ever startedunder
mom unfavorable circumstances.
There being no derrick builders in
Beaumont. Al. Curt, and Peck laid
timbers out on the prairie for a
pattern and cut them to fit. like a
woman cutting out an apron. Thvy
Had to fire their boiler with pine
