Wreck of Freight Train on Santa Fe
Held Up Traffic,

The wreck of a freight train at
Buenos, south of Slayton, Sunday af-
ternoon, delayed the evening north-
bound passenger train, which did not
arrive here until 10:40 the following
morning,

Fourteen cars were derailed, some
of them with considerable logs. The
cause of the wreck has not been as
certained. There was no loss of life.

CONTRACT MADE
AND SCHEDULE OF
WORK TO START

The lease contract on 8,000 acres
of land out of the old Landon ranch
in Cochran county on which a test for
oil will be started within thirty days
was announced here BSaturday by
Littlefield man through State Senator
W. H. Bledsoe, their counsgel, and the
announcement carried the statement
that the contracts in all phases of the
work assure an absolutely bona fide
proposition that will be carried thru
to completion.

J. C. Whicker, prominent Lamb
county land and loan man, J. E.
Whicker, his son, and R. 8, Thomas,

son-in-lgw of the former, all of Little- |

field, are principals on the contract,
and while in Lubbock Mr. Whicker

made the stautement that he has little |

doubt but that oil will be found in
good quantity on the tract.
Is South of Bledsoe.

The tract of land lies to the south
and east of Bledsoe, one of the new-
est towns in Texas, and the terminus
point on the new branch of the Santa
Fa railroad west through Hockley and
Cochran counties. The first test well
that will be sunk will be about three
and a half miles southeast of Bled-
soe, Mr. Whicker said.

Drilling contracts for the test al-
ready have been signed with Cornelius
Brothers and Taggert, drilling con-
tract firm of Eastland, and the test
will have been spudded in within 80
days time, according to agreement.

Contract is Defined.

The drilling contract calls for a
Standard 80-foot rig that is to be ab-,
solutely new and completely equipped
for service throughout with the high-
est grade of materials. The contract
provides further that the test is to go
3,500 feet unless ofl or gas in paying
quantity at the option of the lessee is
found at a shallower depth.

It is the opinion of drillers that the

test will be sunk approximately four
months from beginning of operations.
The drilling contractors compose one
of the oldest firms operating in Tex-
as, and are highly recommended as
trustworthy and reliable in every
way.
Geologists have made a survey of
the tract under lesse, and have pro-
nounced it as & very favorable and
fertile field for the liquid gold. Geo-
logists who made the survey include
Dr. Deroy Patton, of the Tech College
faculty.

This is the second test to be start-
ed near the New Mexico line during
the past few months. One is under
way now in Yoakum county nerth-
west of Brownfield, and oll sand is
reported to have been struck at a
depth of 360 feet, but not in suffi-
clent quantity to stop drilling: ‘While
the soil and rock strata on the Plains
are of such peculiar nature that geo-
logists are necessarily more or less
indefinite with their reports, the site
utthemtumhuhmrud in
Cochran county is one of the most
favorable from s geologists' stand-
point that has been surveyed on the
Plains, their report shows.—Lubboek
Journal,

Lamb county is one of the few
counties of this state that is listed as
“axcellent” for crop conditions, sae-
cording to a chart just published by
the Department of Public Relations,
of the Southland Life Insurance Co.

With the exception of a small strip
in the extreme southern part of the
state and two or three other counties
of the southwestern section, the
Panhandle portion has the best crop
rating of the entire state. Generally
throughout the Panhandle section the
crops are rated as above normal,
while 18 counties of this section have
a rating of “excellent.”” Along the
northern portion of the state are a
string of counties, nearly solid, that
give a showing above normal, and
along the southeastern section are a
few more counties above the aver-
age, while taking the most of the
counties throughout eastern and cen-
tral Texas the crop indications are
rated as “normal.”

In the
ovent said eonference institutions can-
not afrree on proscribed teams, the
appeals committee shall have the pow-
er to declde the issue and the action
of the committes shall be final.
