A HALF MILLION
DOLLAR DONATION
MADE STATE UNI.

In a special ceremony held in the
executive offices of Governor Fergu-
son, at Austin, last Wednesday, bonds
amountingto $500,000, left the Uni-

versity by the will of the lateGeorge
W. Llttlefield, were formally turned
over to the institution by Governor
Miriam Ferguson.

The presentationof the bondswere
made by II. A. Wroe, an Austin
banker and one of the trustees of
Major Littlefield's estate, and they
were received by President Splawn
and Lutcher Stark, chairman of the
Board of Regents, of State Univer-
sity. In presentingthe bonds, Gover-
nor Ferguson said:

"At the request of Mr. H. A.
Wroe, representing the trustees of
the George W. Littlefield estate,I am
herewith presentingyou with $500,-00-0

for the erection of a main build-
ing for the University of Texas, and
thus complcteing a total of $1,500,-00-0

given by the late Major Little-
field to the State University. I as-

sure you that it is a distinct pleasure
as well as anhonor to be permittedto
facilitate this great public benefac-
tion on the part of Major George W.
Littlefield, one of the greatest
patriots and citizens that has ever
lived in the State of Texas. Permit
me to hand you herewith said $500,-00- 0

in bonds. May such actionsserve
to benefit posterity which was in the
mind of the generous donor, the late
George W. Littlefield. ,

Dr. Splawn and Mr. Stark both re-

sponded to the Governor's presenta
tion expressing their gratification at
the magnificentbeneficenceof Major
Littlefield in behalf of the University.

Mnjor Littlefield's bequests to
State University total in the neigh-
borhood of a million and a half dol- -'

lars. One of the Major's last re-

quests to his personal representative,
Arthur P. Duggan, of this city, was
that Mr. Duggan see that this last
$500,000 was duly paid to the State
University, and it is indeed a source
of gratification to Mr. Duggan that
the gift has beenfinally consumated,
the same being largely made possible
through the recent sale of Littlefield
lands in this vicinity.

Major Littlefield's completed be-

quests to State University are as fol-
lows : $500,000 in bonds for the main
building, $100,000 for a freshman
girls' dormitory, $250,000 for a Con-

federate memorial, $225,000 for the
Wren Library, $150,000 for a South-
ern history endowment, $20,000 in
Austin lots adjoining the campus, and
the $100,000 Littlefield home in Aus-
tin, which is to become the official
residence of the presidentof tho Uni-
versity of Texas upon the death of
Mrs. Llttlefield.

pathway. Xwo, if this man had been
governed by what was In sight, by a
desire to satisfy the demands of the
hour and the baser elements of him-
self, hu would not have pushed away
from his lips the sparkling cup pf the
royal buiicUot, In order to cat the
bread of affliction. Hut ho was gov-
erned by a great principle he chose
the right On thnt choice rested not
only the destiny of a man, but of a
tribe, a nation, yea, and the whole
world. For what would have been
our condition today without Moses?
Out of that choice came the law and
commandments;and on his moral code
rests all that is good in civilization.

, The infidel says, that he is not re-
sponsible for his inability to believe
in God, thnt his faith is like his heart,
an nvoluntary muscle over which he
has no power. And if this hour of

(
unbelief could bo segregated from
nil his past that might be true. But
he has chosen his companions, his
books, and his lines of thought. And
the perilous choice has wrought
havoc to his inner life.

Pascalsaid, "A grain of sand in a
man's flesh has changedthe course of
empires," so a very small thing mny
causn a ehoico, but tho choice itself
is one of the most stupendous things
in life. We are prone to choosefrom
hope of rewaid instead of from
ideals. But when we consider that
"life is at most but an apprentice-
ship to higher modes of living that
are hid from us," wo shall be more
careful of our choosing.

A famous man, being asked what
had beenthe most potent factor in
his life, replied, "I had a friend."
This was eminently true of Alfred
Tennyson. His choice of Arthur
Hallum as friend colored all his after
lefi. The great epoch of his poetry

i began at the death of Hallam. From
that hour he passedfrom the ranksof
the poets who delight us by ingeni-
ous artistry, into the rank of the
seers who open to us the doors of
ultimate vision. Hallam's influence
so illimincd the life of the poet that
Tennyson wrote of him:

"Whatever way my days decline,
I felt and feel,though left alone,

i His being working through my
own

The footsteps of his life in mine."
Upon his monument standing watch

in solemnpomp in Westminster, there
might bo written as the explication of
all he was and did "He chose a
friend." And through this choice
Tennyson wasled fiom the pantheism
of his eaily life into a true faith in

Chiist, as is shown by the following
lines:

Strong Son of God, immortal
' love,

Whom we, that have not seen Thy
face,

By faith, and faith alone, embrace,
Believeing where wo cannot prove;

Thine are these orbs of light nnd
shnde,

Turning from individuals we take
an illustration from the nations. In
tho Elizabethan age, England was
choosing between becoming an insular
kingdom and a preat world power.
Her statesmen and sailors were in-

toxicated with the bigness of life.
They plunged into tho most Hazard-
ous ni ventures with liic high oniiit
oC school boys on a frolir Of
our?., fiey never realized tho f'dl
mennin gof the issues at Btakc. But
lot us suppose that Englund, through
her statesmen, had chosen the quiet
and easy life: what would have been
here in this great land of liberty?
Another race would no doubt have
teen dominant. But England, lileo
the mountain torrent battling Its way
seaward through a thousand difficul-
ties and obstacles, planted here the
most broad-minde-d and liberty-lovin- g

sons of Japeth whom it pleased God
to enlarge.

Then our own nation led by the
broad minded Jefferson, chose the
same course in eighteen hundred
three, when with short sighted Fed-
eralists all about him, he deliberately
chocs that path which led through
vicissitudes, but which ho knew meant
much to our nation. But supposewe
had not purchased Louisiana: what
would have been our condition today?
Tho Mississippi River would doubt
less bo bristling with cannon, Texas
never could have becomea pait of tho
Union, the United Stateswould be a
small republic hemmed in or three
sides by hostile powers, and there
would have been four or five contend-
ing nations in North America. Neith-
er of the above national choises was
based .on a partial, desultory or nar-
row consideration; but both were de-

signed by men who looked into tho
future and decided" these great is-

sues with vision unimpaired by sel-

fishness by men who sought to serve
posterity.

Choices thus governed may bring
loss of money, of friends, and of
reputation. But if there exist a
courage of faith, sired by choice and
born of determination,there can be
no such thing as failure.

This principle ranges from Caesar
to Garibaldi. It nourished the undy--l
mg cmnusiasm oi me Apostle raui,
thq unwearied steadfastnessof WiU
liam ,The Silent, the sublime patience
of Abraham Lincoln. Withdraw the
clement of soverign choice from such
lives nnd they dissolve into incon-
spicuous dust. Soriow, struggle, de-

feat and unmeriteddisastermark all
of these lives. But through it all and
above it all, the flame of an undy-
ing courage burned on. And this was
the supreme virtue out of which
their greatnesscame.

Hero then is the most practical is-

sue of life to which we can address
ourselves. Wc should not become so
enamoured of pleasure, that the siren
can tempt us with dreams of a life
fro from difficulties, and allure us
with air castles filled with glittering,
perfumed, and enticing pleasure.
These things are as evanescent as a
rainbow. For some day the gray
clouds will gather in the sky, the
sudden thunderbolt will bring devas-
tation and tho foundation of our joy
house will move and breakbefore the
encroaching flood. And in that hour
when mirth fails and hope departs,
tho man who has chosen in anticipa-
tion of rewards will shulk away, as
the guilty who flee when no man pur-
sues. But ho who has selected his
course in the light of the alternative
of choice that principle which en-

abled Augustine to forget a stained
past and to build his life anew, that
choice which supported Galilee In the
declnrastion of scientific truth which
the world counted heresy and blasp-
hemy, that ehoico which gavo Words-
worth tho gallant spirit to endure the
popularneglectof forty yearsand to
wait for the recognition which he
knew must come such choices will
cnablo him to stand brave as a Hon
unheld by an Indomitable courage
tho heroic temperwhich defies events,
and in the end overcome antagonism.

Rearingof ChickensIs
Most Difficult Problem

Unfortunately many people seem to
think thatwhen the chicks are hatched
In an Incubator the worst of the work
Is over. Such, however, Is not the
case. With a first-clas- s Incubator,
food hatches are comparatively easy
nd sure, but rearing the chicks Is a

more difficult matter.
Besides proper feeding nnd care, tho

right kind of brooding Is necessary.
That means that plenty of warmth,
plenty of circulation of pure air so
that foul air does not collect under
the hover nnd poison the chicks, Is
absolutely necessary. To bring oft
a nice lot of chicks nnd then try t,o
brood them "by hnnd" In a makeshift
brooder Is to Invite trouble and loss.

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FIGHT MANY PESTS

FROM AIR MACHINE

An Interesting development of the
future, for commercial orchard com-
munities, Is the possibility of lighting
Insect pests from the air on a large
scale. Wherever trees have been pro-

tected by spraying or dusting from the
ground, the same mixtures can be ap-
plied from the air. Experiments con-
ducted by the army air service in co-

operation with the United StatesDe-
partment of Agriculture proved the
feasibility and practical usefulness of
the method,nnd further studies nre be-
ing carried on each summer with the
aim of still further Improving the ap-
paratusand perfecting the technique.
The advantages are obvious, for on
airplane flying at CO miles an hour and
passing to and fro on lanes spaced100

Formula for Whitewash
to Preclude Sunscald

The best method of preventing sun-scal- d

Is by leaving on the lower
branches of the tree so that the trunk
Is naturally shaded. However, It may
be beneficial In some enses to white-
wash the trunks for the first year or
two until thec branches develop
enough to furnish such shade.

A very good whitewash can be
made for use on the fruit trees by

the following formula: Quicklime, 30
pounds; tallow, four pounds; salt, five
pounds; water enough to make a thin
paste. This mixture should be ap-

plied to the tree with n brush as
soon after planting as possible and
should be renewed whenever neces-
sary until the second winter or until
the shade of the trees becomes ade-auat- ..

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SUMMER PRUNING IS

OPEN TO QUESTION

(Prtpartd by th UnlKJ State Department
of Af rlculture.)

The summer pruning of apple trees
as n means of Increasing frultfulness
is open to question. At least the re-

sults arc so conflicting that It cannot
be laid down as a general rule as Is

sometimes stated, that summer prun-

ing does Induce heavier fruiting. Sum-

mer pruning usually consists In cut-

ting back the terminal branches more
or less.

Summer pruning not only falls fre-

quently to Increase fruit production
hut It may decrease It. Apparently
there Is some dlffeience In the tesults
n different regions, depending on the
manner In which the different condi-

tions affect the growth of the trees.
There are also differences In results
as between young trees growing rap-Idl-y

and older ones that are fruiting.
Summer pruning that reduces.the leaf
Mirfoce beyond it certain limit means
n restricted growth of tho tree, the
growth being dependent upon the
leaves to elaborate plant food mate-

rial. Different conditions of growth
and food supply, however, tuny affect
the results; also the time In the sum-

mer when the pruning Is done.
In the case of bearing trees, If the

leaf area Is unduly reduced In sum-

mer pruning, not enough plnnt food Is

elaborated to nourish the tree nnd de-

velop the fruit buds. As it result,
hearing trees which are pruned too
heavily In summer may not produce
ns much fruit us trees not pruned In

summer.
On the other hand, the checking of

excessively strong growth at Hip right
time by a limited number of fruit buds
than would olherwle occur. This Is

when the pruning does not reduce the
leaf surface beyond a point where the
elaboration of plant food, which goes on

only In the leaves. Is ndoqunto. Be-

cause of these uncertaintiesthe grow-

er should usually resort to summer
pruning with considerable cautlou
until he determines what Its effects
are likely to be under his particular
conditions.

Control PeachLeaf Curl
by Lime SulphurSpray

Pencil leaf curl, where it was not
Checked by dormant sprays, now Is

causing much damage in Ohio or-

chards. Although the disease Is very
severe and destructive In summer. It

can easily be controlled, says H. C.

Young, plant pathologist of the Oblq
pvnerlmont station, by n spray Of one

kto eight commercial lime sulphur ap
plied after tne leaves inn in uuiuum,
or by the use of any of the other com-

mon sprays when the treesare in the
dormant condition. Summer sprays
practically are worthless.

The first symptoms of the disease
are a putting nnd folding of the leaves
at the time of opening In the spring,
or soon thereafter.The leaf blade be-

comes thickened nnd puckered along
the midrib, causing the leaf to curl.
The diseased portions becomeyellow-

ish, with tints of red. Affected leaves
finally die and drop from the tree; In

some cases the tree Is thus entirely
defoliated.

The tree may Iraf out agsln, but It
Is usually so weakenedas to be easily
killed by winter freezing nnd Is read-

ily subject to many sorts of fungous
diseasesand Insect pests.

Plan for Picking Cherries
The big precaution to take In

cherries is to Jie careful not to re
move tiny of the fruit spurs from the
limb. This may be easily done If the
fruit Ik rapidly picked, Jerking stem
and nil from the limb. There Is no
evidence that the leaving of the stem
on the limb will do nny harm. The
big commercial growers pick their
cherries by cutting the stem which
leaves a part of the stem on the tree
and there Is evidently no harm la the
ntctlce.

ChemicalSpraysOccur
in CombinationSprays

Chemical changes which sometimes
occur when certain materials are
mixed together In combination sprays
may lead to serious burning of the
foliage on. the trees or to a loss of
efficiency in tho spray as a check
against Insects and diseases, accord
ing to a statement made by Dr. It. W.

Thatcher of the Genevn experiment
station. In n report on some experi
ments made to fruit growers at the
annual meeting of the New York State
Horticultural society.

"Laboratory studies show clearly
that there Is nn nctunl chemical chnnjje
when acid arsenate, tho form most
commonly used, and lime-sulph- so-

lution are mixed," said Doctor Thatch-er-.

"This change Increases the In

soluble sulphur and the soluble ar
senic In the mixture nnd undoubt
edly causes the variable results often
obtained In orchard spraying, The au
dition of hydrated lime prevented the
change. Casein preparations were
found to check the chemical changes,
ao Bklra milk was tried out as a source
of. casein. It was necessary to use a
little lltoe with the skim milk to pre-(ve- nt

curdling, and this procedure
seemsto give promise of a cheap aad
effective method. More experimental
work must be done, however, before
definite recommendations concernlag
tlu uv at pUm .rallk can be made."
