Definite plans will be completed
in the near future for the shipping
of a carload of grain sorghum seeds
from the South Plains direct to Rus-

sia, W. H. Cunningham, of near
Llttlef ield, announced this week.

Mr. Cunningham is president of
the State Certified Seed Growers'
Association,and he met with a rep-
resentative of the Russian govern-
ment in Dallas recently, when' plans
wore made to ship seeds to the
stricken country.

The State Department of Agricul-
ture is cooperating with the Na-

tional Government in the project,
Mr. Cunningham said, and Presi-
dent Roosevelt recently appointeda
committee to1 work with seed grow-
ers in the various states 'for the re-

lief to Russia.
This committee has adopted the

slogan, "Replant the Scorched
Earth," and the Russian representa-
tive who visited the States was
highly "pleased with samplesof seeds
grown, oji, tho, high. ploins,.Mr,'. Cun
ningham added.

Seeds that are to be shipped in-

clude milo, kaffir, hegari, and es-

pecially cane and sudan seeds, and
will bo donations from seed grow-
ers, Mr. Cunningham said, but the
Russian government has arranged
to defray expenses for freight for
shipping the seeds.

Tags on the sacks of seed will be
printed In the English and Russian
languages, stating the name of the
donor, and the county and stitc
irom wmen wiey are sninpea.

Anyone wishing to donate seed
to "Replant the ScorchedEarth" In
Russia, isurged to contact Mr. Cun-
ningham or R. L. King, local voca-
tional agriculture teacher. It has
been announced that a carload of
seeds will be shipped from the South
Plains In the very near future.

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KEEP STOCKPILES OF SCRAP GROWING
CausaFor Alarm

The success of many local drives
has inevitably resulted in large accu-

mulations of scrap at collection depots
in all partsof the country. And these
large stockpiles have in turn been the
cause of misinformation and appre-

hensionon the part of the generalpub-

lic. In some instances,the size of these
piles of scrap createdthe mistakenim-

pression that the need for scrap was
not as urgent as it was representedto
be becauseit was not being moved as
fast as it came in. These mistaken
ideas must be correctedat once.

As R. K. White, Chief of the VPB
General Salvage Section, points out,
"community scrap piles can be likened
to the corn in a farmer's crip. The fact
that this corn is not being fed at the
moment is no indication that the far-

mer grew more corn than he needed.
It is simply being held in storage
against the" day when it will be re-

quired by his livestock."
It is essential that the public fully

understand the tine meaning of the
growing scrap piles now springing up
all over the country. The purpose of
scrap drives is to build up an immense
reservoir of easily accessible scrap
which the steel mills can draw on
throughout the winter monthsto main-

tain steel production at capacity. That
point cannot be emphasizedtoo often.
Finally it must be driven home that
dwindling stockpiles,and not growing
stockpiles, are causefor alarm.

A woman no longer needsto fly into
a temper or feel bad at the sight of a
run ill her stocking.

No Change In Tax
Rate On Federal
Old-Ag- e On 1.

Employers were put on notice to-
day in a statement issued by W. A.
Thomas, Collector of Internal Rev-
enue, Second District of Texas,that
there will be no change in the tax
rate on Federal Old-Ag- e and Surviv-
ors Insurance on January 1, 1943,
as shad been anticipated. '

Under the provisions of the Rev-
enue Act of 1942 passed by Con-
gress and signed by the President
on October 21, the tax rate remains
at 1 per cent on payrolls of em
ployers and 1 per cent on wages
paid to employees which must be
deducted by the employer and re-
ported to the collector of internal
revenue, according to Thomas.

"Offices of the Social Security
Board located in different cities in
my district have received numerous
inquiries regarding the proposed in-

crease which was originally sched-
uled to double the tax in 1943,"
said Thomas. "Official notice will
be mailed out to all employers in
due time announcing the
of the old-ag-e and survivors insur-
ance tax for the year of 1943.

Mileage Cases

May Be Appealed
Texas farmers will not be put

out of businessby present mileage-savin-g

regulations.
B. F. Vance, chairman, Texas

USDA War Board, announced this
week that farmers who havo not re-
ceived sufficient gasoline for nor-
mal operations should ask local war
price and rationing boards for tem-
porary transport rations.

At the same time temporary ra-

tions are asked for, they also should
make formal nppaal for additional
mileage, he said.

Appeals are made through county
farm transportation committeeswho
assist farmers in filling out required
forms which later will be considered
and approved by the Office of De-

fense Transportation.
The date for obtaining temporary

transport rations has beenextended
to January 31, 1943. Previous dead-
line date had been set for Decem-
ber 31, 1942.

Under the temporary rationing
phase of the program, farmers may
receive sufficient gasoline to tide
them over until appealsare approv-
ed, ho said and explained that all
temporary allocations later would
bo deducted from the finnl amount
of mileage allowed under the Cer-
tificate of War Necessity.

If Certificates of War Necessity
havo been applied for and not re-
ceived and if obvious errors were
made on the Certificates when they
were issued arc other conditions
Under which temporary transport
rations may be received, he said.

Failure of many truck operators
to fill out application blanks prop
erly and promptly has been the
principal difficulty in issuing Cer-
tificates of War Necessity through-
out the state, Vance said.
