The study revealed that 78
per cent belleve businessmen
use criminal means to gain
money and power; 26 per cent
say businesses are out to make
money no matter wWho gets hurt
and 81 per cent think it Is ad=
visable to treat business lead-
ers with very much respect,
Fifteen per cent think basic in-
dustries should be owned by the
Government; 57 per cent Sup=
port Government price cone
trols and 23 per cent think bus=-
iness has too much power,

Five or ten years agothe stu=
dent's answers would have pro=
bably been quite different, Part
of this trend In the teen-age
thinking Is the fault of the bus-
inessman or woman, but the
greatest fault lles In the fact
that ''socialism’ or "'Gov-
ernment controls®’ have not
been fought by our people. The
end result may be that when
these students get out into So=
ciety they will not even know
about our "free enterprise sys-
tem,"”

I guess the reason we have so
many accidents onour highways
is that we justdon't have enough
room on the roads for all the
cars, The U, S, has 3,400,000
miles of highways == about 244
feet per driver,
