the average price for High
Plains cotton will be about 3
cents per poundbelow the Mid-
dling one-in- ch price.

A loan price of 21 cents per
pound on Middling-inc- h cotton
at average location in 1966 and
a loan price at no more than 90
per cent of the "estimated"
world price for 1967, 1968 and
1969.

A mandatory 15 per cent ac-

reage reduction for any far-
mer who wishes to be eligible
for the loanor direct payments.

Unlimited acreage and pro-
duction for farmers who elect
to plant over 85 percentof their
effective allotment and sell on
the open market without bene-

fit of loan or payments.
A domestic allotment for each

farmer at not less than 65 per
cent of base allotment,

A price supportpayment of 9
cents per pound and a variable
land retirement payment which,
combined, would give the pro-
ducer a total payment of (a)
11.42 cents per pound times the
projected yield from domestic
acreage(65 per cent of base)
for growers who plant 85 per
cent of baseallotment, (b) 13,04
centsper poundtimesprojected
yield from domestic allotment
for growers who plant 75 per
cent, and (c) 14,65 cents per
pound times projectedyield for
the grower who plantsonly his
domesticallotment.

Machinery Main Cause

Of FarmAccident Increase
Farming as an occupation Is

getting more hazardous each
year. Although the Texas farm
population Is declining, farm
accidents are on the rise.

Increased mechanization Is a
big factor. Machines allow the
farmer to do much more work
than previously, but they also
Increase his work load. And as
fatigue sets In, the accidentpo-

tential rises.
The numberof Texas farmers

decreasedsome 45 percent In

the last 15 year. But accidents
have Jumped an alarming 66
percent.

On the national average,death
rates from farm accidentsvar-
ied by age groups. Increasing
rapidly after age 49, the rate
was more than double the U.S.
average for those farmers who
were still active at 75. Highest
farm accident deathratefor any
group under 50 is amongthose
15 to 24 years of age.

The leading cause of acci-
dents on farms Is machinery,
followed by drowning, then
firearms, falls, blows, burns,
electricity and poison. Machin-
ery accounted for 37.6 percent
of the more than y.uoo fatal
accidents on U.S. farms In the
last three year period. This
makes farming morg dangerous
than work in mines, quarries
and Industrial factories com-

bined.
February through July Is the

most hazardous part of the
farming year. Machinery acci-
dents are highest during plant-
ing and harvesting season.
Firearm fatalities increase
throughout the summerand fall,
then decline steadilyfrom Jan-
uary through May.

pieces of nickel were
struck from the end of theCivil
War to 1889, and a twenty-ce- nt

piece made a brief ap-
pearance between 1875 and
1878. Discontinued gold coins
are also represented in $1,
$2 12, $3. $5. $10 and $20
denominations. Gold pieces
have not beenmintedsince1933.

One of the exhibit's more
unusual coins was authorized
In 1873 for circulation solely
outside the UnitedStates.Sligh-
tly heavier than the standard
silver dollar, the Trade Dollar
was issued to help increaseU.S.
tradewith the Orient. But when
there wasno appreciablegrowth
in trade with the Far East,
the dollars were discontinued.
None were minted after 1878,
except for a few proof coins
struck for collectors between
1879 and 1885.

The first commemorative
coin authorized by Congress Is

also on display. A half dollar
with the portrait of Columbus
was specially struck for the
Columbian Exposition cele-
brating the 400thanniversaryof
the discovery of America-h-eld

at Chicago in 1892 and 1893.
Because commemorative coins
are sold at a premium, few are
seenin general circulation.

The reasonfor the changes
in the design of U.S. coins is
that thesecretaryof the Trea-
sury, unauthorized by Con-

gress, may change the design
of any denomination after It has
been in circulatlonfor25years.
But changesare not mandatory
and popular designs like the
Lincoln penny and Washington
quarter have been retained
long after the 25 year period
Is over.

The coins will be on display
at the Security State Bank for
one more week.
