our trees, of which we had 0 focust,
1 cottonwood, 8 popular, 2 little
serubby apricots, were all at the back
and side yard, excepl the apricots;
these we moved to the back, using

them to help sereen off the poultry
house,

We hauled native rock from a can-
yon about a mile and half away and
laid a flag stone walk from the front
of the house to the front gate, mnk-
ing a curved walk, Also stepping
stone from the back door to the side
and back gates,

Then we put up an over-head
tank and bought a garden hose and
sprinkler,

In March Mrs, Giving, a neigh-
bor, ganve me rose sprouts, golden
rod, Christmas daisy, violets, Chry-
santhemum, golden glow, Inrks =pur
plants and ecanna nand dahlia bulbs
She also gave me bermuda grass sod.

I set my roses out the Tth day
of March. [ have 24 living and doing
fine, Some of them bloomed in May
They are all just annuale, 1 want to
fill in some of the wvacant places
with the ever-blooming roses next
gpring. Some of the other plants
didn't do so well; all started off
fine, but the wind and sand killed
my golden glow and larks spur, My
golden rod is fine and blooming now,
which s Sept, 27, My Chrysanthem-
uma are doing fine, The Dahlins star-
ted off well, but the dry, hot weath-
er almost killed them, but lhey are
looking good now. I have 2 Tiger
Lillie started. Mrs. York gave them
to me.

We all know that to make a house
blend into its surroundings, we wsho-
uld have foundation plantings, My

I wax unable Lo obtain all of Lhes
but set two jasmines which are liv-
ing, seven bridal wreath, three uw
living, five privet, three living, There
came a freeze just after 1 set them,
#0 1 lost all that were on the north
side of the house,

The way [ set my foundation plant

square and two feet deep, filled
the holes with weter, let the water
sonk in, then filled the hole with well
pulverized soil to the depth suitable
for each plant, You don’t want to
set the plant but about one inch
deeper than it had been before tak
ing up, I then put the plant in the
hole, holding it in place and finished
filling the hole almost to a level with
the top and sprinkled some well rot-
ted manure on top and watered well
after the water had sonked in. 1 put
some dry soil on top. I then watered
them well about once a week and
kept the top soil loosened after each
watering, They all did fairly well.

The club met with me the 27th
day of April and Miss Westbrook
gave a demonstration on sodding the
lawn. I couldn't get enough gras
to sod all the lawn at one time, so
put out small amounts at intervals
of about ten days, It wasn't long
until I could get runners off the
first that 1 set to put out. But will
any to those sodding a lawn, it is
much less trouble if you can get sod
enough while the soil is worked up
loose than it is after it settles, We
now have all our lawn set and nb-
out two thirde of it is solid turf.
Think all will be well covered by
winter,

1 almost forgot to tell about my
tamarach (salt cedar.) [ szet 18 sp-
routs nbout the first of April. All are
growing, I used them for sereen and
wind break.

I planted a flower bed betwoe
my yard and garden in April, but

didn’t do much good, but have n few
zinnas, bachelor button, flur clock
poppies, blooming,

My cannns are looking good,

The total cost of my vard impro
vement was £11.65, including £56.00
for fence which was second hand, but
in good shape, £2.72 for hose and
sprinkler, $1.08 for water pipe and
faucet, $2.18 for nursery plants,

Our out buildings were arranged
g0 that we didn't have to move any
of them except one brooder house.
We moved it just west of the hen
house. We put out salt cedar in a
row between the house and hen hou-
ge, I never could have reached my
goal without the help of Mr. Ham
and the children, but when [ ser
the children and grandehildren play-
ing on the soft green grass and
look at my rose garden, 1 feel that
we are amply paid for the effort put
forth.

For next year, 1 plan to get n
lawn mower and take care of my
lawn and all the plants I have start-
ed and finish my foundation plant-
ings, I also want to put out some
planting at the corner of the yard,
which consists of Sandalena and bear
grass, 1 plan on putting out some
locust trees which came from the
roots of the trees already had.
