The finances of the State
of Texas should be somewhat
better at the end of this year
than last. The report Issued
from the office of Robert S.
Calvert, comptroller, showed
that for the first time this
year the total expenditures
from September I to May 31
are about $117,000,000less
than the Income.

This is a far cry from being
in the red as the state was at
this time last year. Expen-
ditures for Maywere $110,618,-18-8

and the Income wa3 $203,-814,2- 46

or about $93,000,000
more than was spent.

The limited sales tax bill
which went into effect last
year Is now the third highest
source of Income for the state.
Only the gasoline tax andpub-
lic welfare grantfrom theFed-
eral government exceed the
sales tax Income. The total for
the year for the gasoline tax is
$145,291,250; for the public
welfare grants, $107,530,749;
and the llmltedsales tax, $102,-841,6- 09.

That this ev-
ent would be triggered by a
tax overhaul bill to be sent to
Congress"nextJanuarywascon-
firmed by the Presidentat his
subsequent press conference.

Washington Insidershavere-
vealed in their oblique way that
Mr. Dillon had been reluctant
to make this revelation,buthad
It scaredout of him by thestock
marketplunge(which thePresi-
dent explained was a reaction
to the end of inflation).

By Itself, a tax "readjust-
ment" might not be too signi-
ficant. But, with the announce-
ment coming on the heels of
Mr. Dillon's plea for a still
higher celling for the nation-
al debt, the picture of the New
Frontier of Plenty - without --
Perspirationbegins to come in-
to focus.

To make It possible for the
Government to cut tax rates on
shrinking" income and. con-
tinue spendingmore and more,
all that is required is to raise
the debt celling as needed. At
$308 billion, it is already too-nig- h

for most of us to com-
prehend. And if you dig that,
try to conceive of a trillion
dollars, which former US Bud-
get Director Maurice H. Stans
estimates is what we really
owe. This sum, $1,000,000,-000,00-0,

is arrived at by adding
to our former National Debt the
$700 billion of future obli-
gations for past services-- it-

ems such as veterans'pensions
retirement pensions, payment
for completion of public works
projects, authorized military
supplies and meeting Federal
subsidy commitments. Such a
figure being far beyond our
mental capacity, who canworry
about piling more billions on
top of It?

With tax reductions, there
will be dancing in the streets.
What else have we beenwait-
ing for? But why stop here?
Therehave beentax reductions
before - If you can remember
that far back. The New Fron-
tier must do better than that,
and surely it will. Since all of
us complain about having to
work, the Governmpnt needs
only to pay all of us. for not
working Instead of just some
of us.

James Weldon Bowman fits

no nutshell, does not conform
for conformities sake, anddoes
not believe in the tall wagging
the dog. W alk into the halls of
learning at Whitharral High
School and thecorridors will
be echoing with his booming
laughter or his sagaciousvoice
will be expounding the wisdom
of science and physics that Ig-

nites the pupils to dig out the
answers for themselves.He has
an amazing philosophy on
young people, bince it was not
too many yearsago that hepas-
sed this fence row, he has a
genuine Insight and capacity to
help his students with their
problems.He encouragesmany
not only to finish high school
but so inspires them that the
highest percentage from any
public school Is now- attending
college.

Weldon was next to theyoung-
est of seven children born to
Mervin and Opha Bowman in
Comanche county near Com-
anche, Texas. Bowman's Dutch
grandparents had moved there
shortly after the Civil War In
1S6-4-. His rrcat grandfatherwas
the first business man in Com-
anche and operated a hotel,
blacksmith shop, bar,.and a
cotton gin. Bowman was raised
on backwoodsMethodist train-
ing in the brusharbor and cir-
cuit rider days. His fatherdealt
with firm discipline and his mo-
ther kept the pomegranatebush
well pruned with impromptu
switchings Bowman often
being the recipient.His envir-
onment was typical farm train-
ing with all the work grad-
uated from the youngeston up.
Being next to the youngest, his
lot most often fell to picking up
cow- chips and kindling for the
fire. Every day was a work
day except Sunday, Christmas
and the Fourth of July - this
was a day for picnicking and
swimming at the nearby creek.

From age six on, his life
has the nostalgia of adventur-
ous Huckleberry Finn. One of
his earliest recollections of
school is of one Sam Culpepper.
Bowman says: "He should be in
a shrine along with the paddle
he used, which was a baseball
bat planed down; believe me,
he could make a lasting im-

pression."
Mediocre grades came with

little or no effort the first few
years of school, andhewas gen-

erally content with thlssyserr.
To own a bicycle was his only
ambition at this time, whichhis
mother promised him when
he was in the seventh grade . . .
if he made all A's. With ,ast a

little effort, he made allA's.
He decided at this point to play
a little hooky and he still made
good grades. Feellrs quire
cocky, he decided to see how
far he could go . He went swim-
ming in the creek, visited the
syrup and peanut mills, and
walked the railroad tracks. He
became more rebellious and
played hookey attending class
only the required number of
days to receive a grade.On oc-

casions of absolute necessity,
he could persuade one of his
sisters to write him a note.

His sistersthought he wasan
absolute genius, Hewouldprac-tic- e

working their algebra pro-
blems in the afternoons when
they were busy with chores.
When theydid their homework at
night and got stumped on a pro-
blem, hewould call downstairs
and tell them the answer.He
was quite high in their favor.
Of course, he never told rhem
he practiced their problems.

World War II had reached Its
crescendoand all of his bro-
thers were in the service. As
each one left he had inherited
their work load and now he not

only had to pick up thekindling,
he had to cut It, bring it In,
bring in tne water, and tend to
the livestock. He was now man-si-ze

and doing a man's work. In
the summer he loaded bales of
hay behind a peanutthrasherfor
threecents a bale and madenine
dollars a day . He also made
a crop and had more money In
his pockets than he had dream-
ed of. He decided he had had
enough schooling for a life-

time. He told his parentshe
was striking out on his own
after all, he was almost rich
and had an eight-gra- de ed-

ucation. His mother gave him
his sugar ration card and
he struck out for thewheathar-

vest.
His patriotic pulse was pound-

ing heavily, and hewantedmore
than anything to be one of Un-

cle Sam's doughboys.He con-

trived to get a draft card which
he filled out, but before he
could get in the army one of
his friends ran away from home
to join him. His friend's par-
ents had law enforcement off-
icers to look for him. When
the officers found them In a ho-

tel at Plalnvlew, his Invalid
draft card was seized. This
left his voluminous egodeflated
and his plans wrecked. There
was little left to do but to go
home.

He was now a freshman in
high school. He liked the ag-

riculture teacher and he at-

tended school two hours each
day and played hookey the re-
mainder of the day. His high
school transcript shows him
to have one and one-ha-lf cre-
dits. His agriculture teacher
had a tremendous effect upon
him however, and he gives him
much credit for inspiring him
to further his education later.

Meantime, he bothered his
parentscontinually to sign for
him to get in the army. When
he was seventeen they finally
relented and signed a state-
ment that he waseighteen.Bow-
man says his mother Is still
bothered by this fib she told.
He finally got Into the army
medical corp In 1946 before
the war was over. In less than
a year he was first sergeant;
he soonbecamesergeantmajor
of his group, and when he was
transferred to the Air Forcehe
was operating room assistant.

Colonel William DeWltt
treatedhim as a friend and ally
and placed confidence In him,
teaching him manythings inclu-
ding closing up after surgery.
Anytime the colonel had to get
up after 'welve at night hewould
call Bowman In to assist him.
The colonel would not go backto
bed af'er "cmg awakened, and
Bowr-a-n and the colonel often

spent the rest of the night talk-
ing while the colonel smoked
Bull Durham andsipped on te--
qulla. Because of the colonel's
Influence, Bowman became In-
terested In pharmacy, which he
took In college.

Bowman's army careerlast--
ed two years, eleven months
and twenty one days. When he
was dischargedhe returned
home to marry Elaine Banks
who had been his sweetheart
since she was fourteen and he
was fifteen. In December 194S
she took him for better or
worse. He had an eighth-gra-de

education and a pocket full of
ambition she had a year of
college work and much love,
faith, and courage. Without her
help and encouragementBow-
man says he never could have
made It.

He now-foun- hehadmore am-
bition than his moneycouldbuy.
He went to Daniel Baker Col-
lege for one year, and herehe
met Paul Tyson, a bachelor
coachwho had coachedat Waco
from 1919 until the early
1940's. Tyson lived to work with
boys; his "boys" did things not
because he madethem, but be-

cause they wantedto. In Tyson
Bowman found a patternto fol-

low. His influencewassostrong
that he changedhis major from
pharmacy to scienceand was
determined to becomea teach-
er.

As a freshman In college,
he was paying for a car, a
house, and little Steve ar-
rived In 194V - all on forty
cents an hour.

He could not afford the busy
work for A's, but he made
B's and C's easily. He watch-
ed the bulletin board for jobs,
having three or four pan time
jobs at the same time. Money
was so scarce he often went
to school without a cent In his
pockets so he would not be
tempted to join the coke and
coffee crowd.

Elaine started to work for
ninety dollars a month --- but
by the time she paid the baby
sitter and other expenses she
only took home about fifteen
dollars a month. She gave the
job up. A little later she got
a ;ob at the University of Tex-
as where Bowman attended
school for three years. She

He became
depressedand felt as though
anyone could be picked off the
street and tra'lned for his job,
but he knew just anyone could
not teach.

loved.

Times were tough for awhile.
Two more blessedevents ar-

rived, a baby girl, Sherry, In
1954, and a baby boy, Ricky,
In 1956. Bowman drove a bus
for ed and ten pup-
ils, taught six classes a day
and he was farming two farms
twenty miles from town. When
he finished the bus route he
would start the pumps, set the
canvases,milk the cows, and
do chores for the other live-

stock. He had to go backto town
many nights for play practice,
to take money up at the gate or
to do other extracurrucularac-tlvltle- s.

When he arrived home
he would plow until he had to
quit for physical rest.

At the Goldthwalte Methodist
Church he found the highschool
kids did not haveaclassbecause
no one wanted to teach them.
Here he taught his first Sunday
School class. His house soon
became their Sunday hangout.In
one year they consumed four-hog-

one hundredchickens, and
four calves.

When he started teaching

Club and under his leadership
the Whitharral club won first
place In America for percentage
of membership Increase. In
February he was presented
the Man of the Year award,
the highest honor this little
community can bestow upon one
of its citizens.

He is young as long as he is

paid with people's confidence
and support of his programs,
and he Is happy doing a better
job than has previously been
done and knowing that the peo-

ple are pleased.
When asked how long he in-

tends to teach, he replied:
"I will teach as long as I can
feel the hair on the back of my
neck rise with the thrill of
helping a student accomplish
something" and borrowing
an expressionadded, "A per-
son cannot be successfulun-

less he succeedsevery once
in a while." He believes a
teacher should quit teaching
and follow another line of
work when he loses his feel-

an education course. He be-

lieves that If It was not for
the loop-ho- le in the certifi-
cation clausewewould getmore
teachers really qualified to
teach, and If a teachercouldn't
be found that was really quali-
fied to teach - leave the place

iness of teaching is. His views
are too idealogical for the pre-
sent generation he admits,
and it would not be something
that could be done In a hurry,
he says. Herein lies the only
temptation he has had to get
In politics.

sire for being In the Senateor
House to remedy this situation
among other definite views he
holds.

ForageAs Silage

Farmers who plan :o expand
their silage feeding program
may want to investigate the se
of horizontal silos, says U.S.
Allen, agricultural engineer, j

These silos are classified
into three types - stack, trench
and bunker. The type that can
be used most economically will
depend on the situation on
each farm.

Of the three, the stack type
is the leasw expensive In first
cost. This type has generally
been used for emergency sil-
age storagebut some farmers
have successwith themand con--
tlnue to use them for several
years, points out Allen.

The stack is madeby piling
the silage on the ground at a

convenient and well drained site
to a r.elght of 4 to " feet. Us-

ually the" stack Is from 20 to
30 feet wide. The plastic co-

ver must be anchoredsecure-
ly around the edgesand over the
top to prevent the entrance of
air. Many farmers place a con-

crete slab on the groundtopro-vid- e
for better feeding and sto-

rage conditions. For more in-
formation on stack type silos
write for MP-52- 5, "Handling
Silage in AbovegroundSilos on
the Coast Prairie."

The trench silo is made on '

the side of a hill. "The sides
and bottom may be of earth or
of concrete for permanent
use," says Allen. For self -
feeding and removing silage
with a tractor scoop, the depth
is usually 6 to 3 feet.

The bunker silo is built above
ground and can be more con-
veniently located than the
trench silo. For durability, it
should be constructedof treat-
ed poles and planks or with
tilt - up concretepanels and
bujtres.ses.A thick con-- ;

Kill Those
Bagworms
Early In Year

Bagworms are now occur--
ring In rather large numbers
on trees and other plants In
many parts of the state. This
Insect Is a general feeder and
can cause serious damage
to certain trees, especially

points out C, F.
Garner, extension entomolo-
gist.

At this time, the worms are
small and can be successfully
controlled by proper spraying
or dusting of the plants with
Insecticides. It Is Important
to apply chemicals earlyenough
to control the worms before they
become too large, and cause
serious damage, adds Garner.

He suggests a check of all
plants around the home, es-
pecially evergreens for the
spindle - shaped sacks which
may be hanging from the twigs
leaves andbranches.

The following Insecticides
are recommendedfor bagworm
control. Malathlon (50 ble

concentrate1 to 1 12
ounces per 5 gallons water),
Toxaphene (60 emulslflable
concentrate, 2 12 ounces per
5 gallons water), or lead ar-
senate (2 12 to 3 ouncesper 5
gallons water).

Weeds compete with pasture
and meadow plants for mois-
ture, plant nutrients, light and
space.They often reduceyields
by half, says E. M. Trew, ex-

tension pasture specialist.
Weed" control is necessary

for top returns from produc-
tive pastures and meadows,he
adds., but ;nav not prove pro-
fitable where yields are low.

The specialist points out that
weeds are best controlled
through preventive measures.
Practices which encourage
dense,vigorous standsof grass
are the best preventivemeas-
ures and include thoroughseed-
bed preparation, using adapted
plants, planting the right amount
of high quality seedby the best
known method at the proper
time, using adequate ferti-
lization and proper grazing and
forageuse.

Both mechanical and chemi-
cal weed control methods are
outlined In a recentTexas Ag-

ricultural Extension Service
publication, L-4- 76, "Weed
Control in Cultivated Pastures
and Meadows." Trew andJohn
A. Long are the authors.Cop-
ies are available from the of-

fices of local county agents or
by mall from the Agricultural
Information Office, College
Station, Texas.

In connection with weedcon-
trol, Trew says that rotary
hoes do an excellentJob of con-
trolling seedling grass and
weeds in new plantings of Coas-
tal and Midland Bermudagrass.
