Five County Roads
To Be Improved

I

The State Highway Depaitment.
In Its latest meeting held in Aut-ti-

and faced with hage monetary
requests for new and I mproved
highways throughout the state,
tenatlvely mapped lta roads build-
ing program for the next two years.

New roads which can be built
and those which canbe
or repaired,are limited and condi-
tioned on the amount of state
funds and Federal Aid, and tho
latter not certain,or fixed.

Approximately 22 miles of Lamb
County roads are marked for Im-

provement by the Department dur-
ing the next two years,with each
of the five projects scheduled to
receive treatment to make them
usable, dustless two-lan-e surfaces.

The five Lamb County designa-
tions are aa follows:

From end of FM 1055 at Earth
north to Castro County Line, a dis-
tanceof approximately G.5 miles.

From FM 3Q3 at Sudan west,
south and west of Bailey County
Line, a distance of approximately
6.2 miles.

From US 84 west to FM 745 at
Bailey County Lino, a distance of
approximately 2.6 miles.

From FM 1072 at Fleldton oast
to FM 304, a distanceof approxi-
mately 4.0 miles.
