'they were met by the coroner of Parmer county and addi-
| tional medical aid from Texico.

Details of the accident are not available as the Lead-
er goes to press, but it is supposed the accident occured on
account of low water in the boiler. The boiler was blown
about 50 feet from the track and nearly 500 feet ahead of
'the engine.

All trains were annuled until the track could be clear-
ed of wreckage by the wrecking crew from Clovis.

Mr. Scott says it would be well
for all merchants to post them-
selves regarding the laws of
weights and measures if they
want to avoid future trouble.
One pernicious source of trouble
noticed in Littlefield is the short-
age of putter. Most housewives
do not put sixteen ounces of but.
ter in their molds, consequently
the buyer is fleeced of from one
to three ounces, as the case may
be. Sume of the Littlefield mer-
chants have complained of this
shortage in pound weights of
butter, and at least one local
merchant, in an effort at self
preservation, is reported to be
seiling butter by the “‘block,”
rather than by the pound.

Mr, Scott says the butter must
‘erp.d in printed papers,

it must contain the full
weight of 16 ounces to the pound,
the weight being stamped on the
package. Butter may be sold in
quarters, halves or three quarter
blocks, but not less Ihm sixteen
ounce pounds.

Proper Arrangement of
Roosts for Hen Flock

Roosta for chickens should be wide
ennugh to support them; narrow
ruosts cnuse cramped positions and
crooked hreast-bones. The best roosts
nwre seantliing of 2 by 8 or 2 by 4
broud side up, with rounded edgea
They should be smboth and movable
Roodts need not be wvery high. Toe
high roosts cause bumhle-foot when
the chickens fiy down on =« hard sur
face. Heavy breeds require lower
rooats than the light hreeds. From
one and a balf to twe feet high Is a
wwodl height. Roosts should not he ar
runged llke stalrs. Chickens llke to
roost on the highest point: thé stah
arrapgement meuns overcrowding oa
the upper roost.

Next, spray the
nests and every other bit of woodwork
thnt barbors vermin. or might do se,
with ernde creosote and distiliate, ane
wnilon of each to the mixture, If there
were no mites on the walls or floors
whitewnsh would make a good spray
for them. In elther case .the fowls
shonld be shut vat of the house untll
thoroughly dry. L
