Down 18 Percent
Empty school desks, office

desks and work areaswere the
order of the day as the flu
epidemic hit Littlefield in full
force early In the week.

Playing no favorites, it has
struck down students,
businessmen, laborers and
housewives alike in varying
degreesof intensity.

A physician and spokesman
for Littlefield Hospital
estimates that at least 30
percent of the city's
population has cither had it or
have it at the present time.

Absentee figures for
Littlefield schools are rapidly
climbing toward disaster
proportions. Monday saw 287
students and 12 teachers
absent; Tuesday there were
286 studentsand 11 teachers
absent and Wednesday 354
students and eight teachers
failed to attendschool.

The percentage figure for
absentees on Monday and
Tuesday was 14.4 percent.The
Wednesday figure climbed
sharply to 18 percent. There
are 1,994 students presently
enrolled in all 12 grades.

School superintendentPaul
I. Jonesexplained that in order
for the state to consider itan
epidemic and render state
support,the absentees.must be
20 pcrcefit higher, than tf.7
normal for theschool

The normal absenteerate is
6-- 7 percent here, hence it
would be normal to close the
school when it reached the 27
percent mark.

A ray of sunshine was
injected into the future by a
spokesman for the Littlefield
Hospital.
