WASHINGTON. The Women's
Army Corps Service Medal and the
Army of Occupation of Germany
Medal nor nre available for distrib-
ution to all authorized persons, it
has been announcedby the War De-
partment.

The Army of Occupation of Ger-
many Medal was authorized by Con-
gress November 21, 1941 but, be-
cause of n shnHncn in rritipnl mntnlo
coinage of the medal was deferred
ana oniy the representative ribbon
was issued. The medal is authorized
for service in Gormanv nr Anatrln.
Hungary betweenNovember 12, 1918
and July 11, 1923, and should not
be confusedwith the Army of Occu-
pation Medal in World War II, which
have not been designed nor struck
off.

The Army of Occupation Medal is
of bronze and carries a profile of
uenerai of the Armies John J. Persh-
ing and on the reverse is an eagle
with wines.

The "Women'sArmy Corps" meda
carries on us iace tne neaaox raiin
Athene, superimposed on a sheathed
snuiu tiusacu wiui unit icuves.

Secretary Patterson followed with
a plea for adoption of the proposal
to unify the armed forces of thena-

tion Under a single departmentof Na
tional Defense, and'a further plea for
the adoption of modified universal
service.

PENALTIES FOR VIOLATIONS OF THE
PROVISIONS THEREOF AND DECLARING AN
EMERGENCY.

Be 1 Ordained by the City Comnutrion of the City of
Littlefield, Tex, follow:
Section 1. That Ordinnnce Xo. CO and any other

ordinancesand resolutionsthat conflict with the terms
and conditions of this ordinance are hereby appealed
and in lieu thereof a new ordinancegoverningelectrical
installations in the City of Littlefield, Texas; authoriz-
ing the City Commission to appoint Electrical Inspec-

tor; prescribing cpjallfications and methods of fixing
salaries; and providing penalties for violations of the
provisions thereof, is hereby enacted and shall read a3

Section 2. ADMINISTRATION:
(a) ELECTRICAL INSPECTOR: There is hereby

created the office of Electrical Inspector; which office
shall be filled by a competent person of good mora

character who shall be well vencd in the approved
i i f ini.f-ii.n- i rnnofriirtinn for the nrotection

and safety of life and property, and shnll be capable
,.r noino' on jiTjiminntion as a Master Electrician.

fied. Assistant Inspector may be appointed whenever
occasion demands.

(c) SALARIES: The salariesof the hlectrical In-

spector and his assistantsshall be fixed by the City.

The Electrical Inspector shall turn over to the Citj

Treasurer all fees received by his department.
(d) DUTIES OF ELECTRICAL INSPECTOR: The

Electrical Inspector shall have the power, and it shall
be his duty to examine and test alt electrical insta

in any building or structure in the City of Little-

field. Where any huilding or structure contains im-

proper or defective electrical installationsor where the
same has been installedwithout a permit as provided by

law and the ordinancesof the City of Littefield, Texas,

the Electrical Inspector shall immediately notify the
owner or agent thereof, and if condition is not reme-

died within a reasonablelength of time as prescribed
by the Electrical Inspector, then Electrical Inspec-

tor shall cut off or cause to be cut off, service thereto,
until such improper or defective electrical installation
shall be made to fully comply with the law and ordin-

ances, and a certificate of approval shall have been
issued

(el MAY STOP "WORK: The Electrical Inspector
and his assistantsare hereby given authority to stop

the installation, alteration or repair of any electrical
work whenever in his judgment the work is being done
in a reckless, careless, or unsafemanner,or to prohibit
the use of any material or the maintenanceor opera-

tion of any machinery in violation of this Code or in
violation of any ordinance of the City of Littlefield,
the enforcementof which come? within his duties.

(ft RIGHT ENTRY: The Electrical Inspector
and his assistantsshall, when in the performance of
their duties, and as far as may be necessary for the
performanceof their duties, shall have right to
enter any building or premises, at all reasonablehours,
for the purpose of making any testsof electrical wiring
and appliances therein contained.

(g) OFFICE RECORDS: The Electrical Inspector
shall keep, or cause to be kept, a record of applica-

tions for permits required under this Code, in a book
for this purpose, regularly numberingeach permit issued
in the order of its issue. He shall also keep a record of
inspections made and of the condemnations of all elec-

trical Installations. .
(h) REMOVAL FOR INCOMPETENCY: The uom-missio- n

may remove from office the Electrical Inspec-
tor or any of his assistantsfor incompetency or neglect
of duty.

(i) INSPECTORS NOT LIABLE TOR DAMAGES:
Neither the Electrical Inspectornor his assistantsshall,
when in good faith, without malice, "be liable for dam-
ages by leaion of duty performedunder the provisions
of this Code.

Section III.
License, Pernrt, Fee.
(n)DEFINITION OF TERMS:
The term "Person" shall mean and Include partner-s'-i-n,

associations andcorporations, "however formed.
The term "Electrician" fhti mean one who is an ex-

pert in the knowledge of quality of materials and work-manh)- D

for perfect electricnl installations, who holds
himelf but as intending to do the actual wortc of such
installations, and proposes to make and carry out con-
tracts for carefully supervising the work of electrical
installations.

The term "Employer" or "Employing Electrician",
shall mean any person, firm or corporation employing
Journeymon Electricians to carry on the actual work
on e'e"trlral installations.

(a) It shall be unlawful for any person to engage
in hu. nw an Klectric'an in City of Littlefield,
v 'thout lwv'n,r fir t secured a license from the City
Sccre'a'yof ad City of Littlefield, authorizing such
pornon to do of Electricians; provided, how-
ever, that each applicant for such Electrician's license
shall to the Citv Secretary of thp City of Little-
field the jum of Twenty-Fiv-e ($25.00) and No100
Dolla-- s vhieh htoll covr tv.e prMlege therein granted
for a nnr'o'l of one calendar vear, or the unexpired
portion of the calendar year in which Issued. All

hill e pire on the 31st day of December on
the year isutd.

l'in'ded f urthp that each npplicant for license aa
an Elctrcian in the City of Littlefield, shall execute
an approval Surety bond In favor of this City of Little-
field in the amount of One Thousand and No100 Dol-
lars conditioned upon the strict compliance of this or-
dinance.

Provided further, that in order to secure the pay-
ment of all fees and chargesherein fixed each appl-
icant for a license to do business as an Electrician in
the Clt- - of Littlefield, shall deposit with City Sec-
retary of said City of Littlefield, the sum of Fifteen
(Slfi.noj and No100 Dollars, which shall be main-
tained as a deposit so long as appplicant for a license
ehall do business as an Electrician In the City of Little-
field; and provided further, that If at any time any
holder of license of Electrician thall refuse to pay any
fees or charges provided in this ordinance and it Is
necessaryfor the City Secretary to pay such fees or
charges out of above mentioned denosit. then and
in that event the holder of such Electrician's license
out of whose deposit said paymenthas been made,shall
reimburse City Secretary for the amount of such
payment before another permit shall be issued to such
license holder thereby maintaining a deposit of Fifteen

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any building or premises in the City of Littlefield,
without securing a permit therefor from tho Electricnl
Inspector. Application blanks for permits for electrical
work will be furnished by the Electrical Inspector who
shall appprovc or countersignthem. No permit will bo
required for minor repair work, .such as repairing flush
and snapswitches,, replacingfuses,changinglamp sock-
ets and receptacles.

Section IV.
General Requirements.
(a) THE NATIONAL ELECTRIC CODE TO BE

ADOPTED.
All electric wiring and work hereafter installed in

the City of Littlefield, Texas, shall be installed and
maintained in accordancewith the standards of the
"National Electric Code" regulations of the Nationnl
Board of Fire Underwriters for wiring and apparatus,
which is herebyadoptedwith such amendmentsas may
be made by the National Board of Fire Underwriters
from time to time, with the following additions thereto:

1. The use of Flexible Metallic Armoured Cable is
prohibited on any electrical Installation except by special
written permissionof the Electrical Inspection Depart-
ment.

2. The use of ordinary, twisted cotton covered lamp
cord Tvno "C" far iwndnnts or dron lights or nortables

hs hereby prohibited and in lieu thereof, reinforced or
portable cord not smaller than --Number 10 is&a gauge
shal be used.

3. All lights in bathrooms, toilets, and kitchensshall
be controlled by a wall switch.

(b) WIRING RESTRICTION'S:
All wiring hereafter installed within the Fire Limits

of the City of Littlefield, and wiring in all public .build-insr-s.

churches, schools, wicture shows, skating rinks.
halls for dancesor nublic entertainment, hotels, apart
ment buildings of more than two apartments,all com- -

bincd apartments of residentsand business buildings,

warehouses, stores and business buildings of fireproof
and mill construction, and all buildings subject to
dampness, moisture and gases, grain elevators and
buildings wherehay and grain are stored,and all wiring
for heat and power except outlets for household ap
pliances not over 100 watts, shall be enensedin rigid
metalic conduit exceptthat other approved metalic ways
may be employed on certain classes of construction by
special permission of the Electrical Inspection Depart-
ment.

(c) KNOT AND TUBE WIRING PERMITTED:
Knob and tube wiring for lighting purposes only

whether concealed or exposed will be permitted in all
buildings outside of Fire Limits, other than those pre-
scribed in the above paragraph. Wires in basements
must be run through and not under the floor timbers
unless in rigid conduit.

(d) SPECIAL PERMITS FOR KNOB AND TUBE
WIRING:

The Electrical Inspector is herebyauthorized to give
permission for the use of knob and tubework and to
issue a special permit therefor in all classes of build-
ings for temporary use, ns required in building opera-
tions, decorative and display lighting and power; pro-
vided, however, that said permits be revoked at any
time that public interest and safety, in his opinion, may
demand. All work or material andapparatus installed
under a special permit must be removed at once at the
expiration of permit or revocation thereof.

(e) ELECTRICAL CONSTRUCTION DEFINED:
The construction of electric wiring and apparatus

-- hall include all the electricand apparatus installed in
or on nny building or structure to the point of contact
with the service line on outside of building.

(f) REQUIREMENTS FOR SERVICE CONNEC-
TIONS:

It shall be unlawful for any person,firm or corpora-
tion engaged in the business of transmissionand sale
of electric current to users thereof to make any con-
nection from their transmission! lines with the electric
wiring and apparatus in any building, or to furnish
electric current to any building unless the construction
of electricwiring apparatustherein is in accordancewith
the provisions of this ordinance, and a certificate of
compliance has been issued therefor hy the Electrical
Inspector. '

(g) NUMBER OF OUTLETS PER CIRCUIT:
Not more than eight current consumingoutlets per

circuit shall be permitted in residencewiring, and not
more man lour current consumingoutlets per circuit
with a maximum in commercial wiring. All receptacle
outlets for electric irons, percolators,toasters,and other
electric heating devices in kitchens,breakfast rooms and
dining rooms must be on a separate circuit from the
light outlets andnot more than four such receptacles
outlets shall be placed on one circuit.

(h) UNSAFE WIRING:
The Electrical Inspectorshall notify the person, firm

or corporation owning or operating any wires, lines, or
cables, wheneverthe wires, attachments,insulators, sup-
ports or appliancesare unsuitable, unsafe or insuffi-
cient, and if the conditions nre not corrected or reme-
died within 48 hours after notice, the Electrical Inspec-
tor shall order the same to be disconnectedfrom the
light or power sen-ic-e lines.

(i) Repairs:
Whenever, any repairs, changes, remodeling,or ad-

ditions to any building, or the elect lie wiring in any
building, require the disconnectingof the service wires,
said service wires shall not be reconnecteduntil all
wiring in the building is made to comply with all pro-
visions of this ordinance.

(j) SERVICE COMPANY TO DELIVER POWER:
After the provisions of this ordinanceare complied

with to the satisfaction of the Electrical Inspector and
a bona fide contract has been entered into betweenthe
consumerand the Service Company, the latter will then
without delay delixer to the consumerelectrical energy
in the quantity and as prescribedby the terms of the
Service Company's franchise.

Section V.
INSPECTION.
(a) NOTIFICATION:
Upon the completion of electrical work in any build-

ing, it shall be the duty of the person,firm or corpora
tion ln&mmng me same to notify the Electrical Insnec--

Section VI.
EXEMPTIONS.
Nothing in this ordinanceshall apply to:
(a) TELEPHONE AND TELEGRAPH COMPA-

NIES:
Telephone and Telegraph companiesoperate under

City franchise or State lnws in the installation, main-
tenanceand removal or repair of their wires or other
equipment used in connection with their business or
plant.

(b) ELECTRIC LIGHT AND POWER COMPA-
NIES:

Electric Light, Heat and Power companies operating
under City franchise or state laws in the installation
or maintenanceand removal or repair of their wires or
other equipmentused in connection with their business
or plant.

(c) WORK COMMENCED PRIOR TO ADOPTION
OF THIS ORDINANCE:

Electrical contracts entered into under existing or-

dinances are not affected if the performance of the
work under thesecontracts has been started andis un-

finished nt the time of the adoption of this ordinance.
This work, however, must comply with the provisionsof
the ordinance in force at the time contracts were en-

tered into and shall be approved by the Electricul In-

spector.

Friday's increasesauthorized for
long-ha-ul services are on a general
basis of 20 per cent for commodities
other thanthose specially treated and
15 per cent for the basic products of
agriculture (except fruits and vege-
tables) and livestock.

However, an elaborate system of
maximum increaseswas approved for
various important commodities, such
as fruits and vegetables. This, the
commission said, is intended to pre-
serve "competitive" relations that a
"uniform percentage increase would
isrupt."
