A Westbury, New York, high
scnooi ooy refused an American
Legion award, one of six honors
he was to have received. Three
had already been presentedand
accepted before he spoke out;

Thi'
somewhat left - handed compli
ment from school authorities was
naturally, it seems to us, resent
ed by the substitutes,who in turn
refused on the grounds the
awards rightfully belonged to the
original holder.

We agree with this boy and
girl, who supported his right to
reiuse the award, but thought
"the way he did it was in poor
taste and bad manners."

In Williams Bay, Wisconsin.

Recent State Board of Health

action is expected to be a strong
factor in assuring Texas of ade-
quate Grade A milk supplies, de
spite seasonsof short milk prod-
uction.

The board last week adopted
specifications which will permit
tlie reconstitution of Grade A dry
milk solids into Grade A fluid
milk. The specifications are con-
tained in a supplement to the
standardmilk ordinance and code
which some 150 Texas cities
including all major population
centers have adopted. ,

When the new specifications
are assembled in printed form
they will become formal regula-
tions and will have the full weight
of the Texas milk grading and
labeling law behind them.

In effect, the Board of Health
action says to the milk processing
Industry:

"Now you can dehydrate your
surplus Grade A fluid milk as
prescribed by these new regula
tions and store it. Then, In those
seasons when milk production Is
low, you can add fluids to those
dried solids and offer it for sale
as Grade A fluid milk, provided
each container is clearly labeled
as being reconstituted."

Excepted from the "reconsti
tuted" label is cultured butter
milk which by definition consists
of soured skim or reconstituted
milk, and fortified milk which
must be labeled with the percent
ageof solids addedto the original
fluid product.

Prior" to adoption of the sped
fications, milk processors had to
dispose of surplus by turning it
into The practice
was unavoidable wasteful, partic
ularly when viewed during later
seasons when whole fresh milk
production dropped off for one
reason or another and supplies
had to be shipped in from out-of--

state.
Refinementsii n d standardiza

tion of the milk drying process
now makes dehydration and stor
age without refrigeration pract
ical.

Three major dry milk proces
sing plants now operate in Texas

at Rusk, La Grange, and ,Muen-
ester.

Trace-Mineraliz- ed Salt In The Commercial FeedLot
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History was quietly beingmade
in the Monfort Feed Lots of
Greeley, Colorado last fall. The
last step in a scries of controlled,
scientific experiments applied
findings on the importance of
trace-mineraliz- salt in cattle
feeding to the commercial feed
lot.

The Monfort FeedLots fatttn
more than50,000 headof cattle a
year. For the purpose of the ex-
periment, 294 good quality Angus
neifers were selectedand divided
into two groups. Both groups
were fed the samedaily rations
for the sameperiod of time 109
days. However, there was one
very important difference. One
group was fed plain salt, the
other group was fed Morton T--

(trace-mineralize- Salt. Since
this was the ONLY differencebe-

tween the two groups, any varia-
tions in weight must be attribut-
ed to the typo of salt fed.

The experiment began on Au-
gust31, 1959, and was concluded
on December8, 109 days later.

The 1952 model car in which the women were
driving swerved off the right side of the highway,
crodded over to the left hand side of the road, and
smashed intoa telephone pole intended.

Investigatingofficers found several half pints of
whiskey near the sceneof the accident.

In Mid-Marc- h, a city couple were killed when

their pickup was demolished by a 52-c- ar freight
train. The manand his wife becomevictim number
three and four for the Grim Reaper in Lamb
County.

Two weeks later a Bainer resident became vic-

tim number five when he was involved in a two
carcollision nearAnton.

Tragedy lashedout at a Littlefield teenagerin
April and the boy becamevictim number six in
Lamb County.

The boy was driving a small Go-Ka-rt.

A city woman becamestatistic num-

ber seven in early May when her car overturned
twice off a dirt farm road into a ditch.

All it needsis
a split second glance by the driver to the side of
the highway and Bang that's all.

Most assuredly, there are accidents - mishaps'
