Business groups. who have
been holding meetings over the
state, have come out flatly for a
retail salestax. They contend that
to meet its needs, present and fu
ture, Texas must have a broad- -

based spread - thin tax that will
grow with the economy.

Representatives of organized
labor, strongly opposed to a sales
tax, fired back. Labor lias endor
sed the Idea of a broad - based
"growth" tax, but insists it
should be an income tax, on cor
porations and individuals.
