In the meantime, a small
committeewas atwork, drawing

P1,M for the
building that would some day
provide adequatespaceand the
functional design to meet the
real needs of the X1T Girl
Scout Neighborhood. A girl
scout father sketcheda tena--
tlve floor plan, and the grand
designwas underway.

By the time the official drive
began in January, 1964,theGlrl
Scouts had $3,000 on hand In
the building fund. Ray Keeling,
acting as chairmanof the over-
all fund drive, beganby enlisting
fathers In an advance-gif- ts

campaign.This was followed up
by the troop leaders and com-
mittee mothers In a general
neighborhood canvas, and be-
fore spring, the fund total had
reached the figure of $7,000.

Things began moving fast,
the city government, respond-
ing promptly to apleaforhaste,
expedited the demolition work
on the old swimming pool, to
prepare the site for the new
building. And, what a sight that
was mammoth chunks of con-
crete coming apart and being
hoisted Into trucks, dirt flying
in all directions, an ugly eye-
sore becoming soon a nest,
level, Inviting spot for a girl
scout house.

The FederalSavings andLoan
Association worked out a plan
whereby the needed balanceof
$8,000 could be financed, since
the girl scout organization Is
not a legally negotiatingbody,
a note was drawnup andsigned
by 33 girl scout fathers and
other Interested civic leaders,
the note to bepaid over a ten-ye- ar

period by the girl scouts,
from their united fund support
and other girl scout drives.
