to protect your right you should
file an application for a patent
with the U S Patvnt office

Under he patent laws of the
United States, an application for
patent mastbe filed, if at all, ear-
lier than one year after thp date
of first public sale or use or pub-

lished disclcfcuteof the invention.
If this deadline is met, then the

person who first conceives a new
and novel patentable idea is entit-
led to it, provided he thereafter
pursues n course of reasonable
diligence in reducing his invention
to practice or filling a patent ap
plicaton thereon. Therefore, If
conflicting claims arrive as to
who is entitled to a patent, it is
necessary to establish who first
had the idea, and not just who
filed the first application for
patent.

Given Credit

Since an inventor is automatical-
ly given credit for a date at least
is early as his application, with
out having to introdure any proof
an early application date is ad-

vantageous (hough not conclusive

But If nn Inventor protects him-sv- lf

while he is making tests and
pei feeling his invention, he can
get credit for a date earlier than
liis date of application.

To do tills, he should, as soon
as he conceives the idea, make a
vvtitten record of the facts, Includ-
ing a general statementof the nat
ure of his invention, nnd n rough
drawing if jwssible. Preferably
the written record is photocopied
The photocopyof the record should
bo dated and signed by two wit-mfs-

who have read and under-
stood the photocopy of the record
on the dates besides their ntimes

While some inventors mall writ
ten disclosures of their inventionh
to themselves, such procedure is
not necessary if the foregoing pre-

ferred procedure is followed.

Can Continue Work

By taking the above precaution,
an inventor establishes a prelim-
inary date showing the time when
his original idea was conceived
After that he can continue with
his woik, perfect his idea, and
after it is perfected, make appli-
cation for a patent, if he feels
that he has a patentable idea But
the inventor must also keep re-
cords of his continued work, and
the continued woik should be dis
colsed periodically to a witness
who is not a
