"With the British power and navy
combined with our own, we have
nothing to fear from the rest of the
world."

Then, as today, Britain was standing-alon-e

against all Continental Europe,
leagued in the so-call- ed Holy Alliance.
The threatof Europeandomination of
South America and ultimately of this
nation was as imminent then as now.
Therefore, with Britain's complete ac-
ceptance and assurance of coopera-
tion, President Monroe promulgated
the doctrinewhich still bearshis name.

Today, as then the cooperation be-

tween the Unied Statesand Britain is
close.' Americans realize that if Bri-
tain's navy falls into enemy hands,
nothing will stand betweenus and the
dictatorships of the Gontinent.

So the President hasmadean agree-
ment with Canadafor mutual defense,
Britain has agreedto lease to our na-
tion air and naval baseson this side
of the Atlantic, perhapsas repayment
of our World War loans; the plan for
selling Britain 50 of our destroyers
as we have already sold Government
airplanes, seems to be coming to a
head.

a small percentage of men of mili-
tary age know much about the use of
tools any more complicated than a
monkey-wrenc- h.

The school for mechanical instruc-
tion in Haverstraw started with thir-
ty young men learning to take motors
apart and put them together again.
The Army has promised to lend a
spare tank, to be handled the same
way. Foremen of the city's factories
serve as instructors. The prospective
soldiers are enthusiastic.They will go
into the service with an edge on the
wholly untrained.

The Haverstraw idea can be adopt-
ed by any community. If we are go-
ing to get ready for ,war, why not
learn something about the real tools
of war, which are machines?

PassedBy House
The House passed .the Burke-Wiadswor- th

peace-tim-e conscription
bill Saturday night,but with a pro-

vision that the actual draft be de-

ferred for 60 days to permit far-
ther .trial of the voluntary enlist-
ment system.

Thevote on final passage was
203 to 149.

A v.ote of 207 to 200 reaffirmed
the earlier, tentative decision tk de-

fer the actual drafting - of . men.
This provision is not contained in
the Senate bill and it. with other
changes, raised the possibility of
time-consumi- delay in getting the
two houses to agree on the final
form of the measure.

The House measure would re
quire all men between 21 and 44
inclusive to register nnd make them
liable to the draft, while the Sen-

ate bill fixed the age limits at 21
to 30 inclusive.

The bill will now go bnck to the
Senate with a request that tho
House amendments be approved.
Tho Sennto will decline to do so,
and each chamberwill appoint rep-

resentatives for tho task of bring-
ing the two bills into conformity.

Since the 00-da- y postponement
provision was defeated in the Senate
bj only two votes any effort by
the conferees to drop it the war

He headed
800 pounds of feed net and left hut
one head in his half-mi- le long row
in 54 minutes. Pritchard won
second prize of $25 in his own
field with a total of 920 pounds in
61 minutes, leaving two heads.
HoraceHutton of County Line, Halo
county, won third prize of $10 with
590 pounds net in 41 minutes,

UNTIL FROST COMES

"The strawberries I set out this
spring are full of blossoms now and
we are having a few berries," Mrs.

Aug-
ust moisture hasgreatly improved
conditions.

Managers attended from Lamb
Bailey, Hockley, Lynn and Lubbock
counties, among others. Besides
operating matters, plant and office
problems were discussed, including
the handling of applications for
government loans.

Concensus was that practically all
of the crop this year would go into
the loan. "At least all that is
oligible for the loan," one ginner
remarked.
