SAYS CY. MARSHAL

The Toxus Automobile Headlight
law will be strictly enforced In Little-fiel- d,

nccording to City Marshal Fred
Hoover.

He statesthat the State Highway
Department has called to his atten-

tion the fact that there lias been a
laxity of this law's enforcement with-

in the State, and his departmenthas
been called on to see that this en-

forcement will be carried out in this
city.

The law provides that every car,
whether old or new, have its head-
lights tested by u license testing sta-

tion before the slate license is issued.
The tax collector has instructions to
refuse to issue license without the
certificate from the testing station
showing that the lights hnvc been be-

fore the screen and approved and cer-

tificate issuedat the time of approval.
Warning is given to the county test
stations and also to the automobile
owners and operators that no certifi-
cates will be issued except only when
the car lights have actuelly been test-te-d

befpre the screen and approved as
specified by law.

Notice is also given that enforce-
ment of the law regarding tail-ligh- ts

will be strictly made, andit behooves
every car owner to have the tail light
of his car working properly so that lie
will not be arrested.

USED BUTTONS ON ARMOR

Washington. Kate McK Klderkin
of Princeton, N. J., has repotted to
the Archaelogical Institute of Ameri-
ca that the old Greeks and Romans
sued buttons instead of buckles on
their armor to fasten teh shoulder
straps to the cuirass.
