PROPOSED AMENDMENT

TO CONSTITUTION

RELATING TO GRANTING OF
CONFEDERATE PENSIONS
Senate Joint Resolution No. 10
Proposing an amendment to Section
61 of Article 3 of the Constituion
of the State of Texas to provide
that the Legislature may grant pen-
sions to Confederate soldiers, sail
ors and their widows, who have
been eitizens of Texas sinee priot
to January 1, 1910, providing that
all soldiers, sailors and their wid-
ows elighle under the pre.sions
hereof shall be entitled to be
placed upon the rolle and partici-
pate in the pension fund created
hereunder; levyving a tax of seven
($.07) cents on the one hundred
($100.00) dollars valuation o
property in this State for the pay-
men of sueh pension, providing
that the Legislature may reduce
the rate of pension for such pur-
poses, fixing the time for the elce-
tion to be held on such amendment
and making an appropriation to
pay the expenses thereof,
Be it resolved by the Legislature of
the State of Texas:
Section 1. Section 51 of Article
2 of the Constitution of the State of
Texas shall be amended so as to here-
after read as follows:

Section 51. The Legislature shall
have no power to make any grant or
authorize the making of any grant of
public money to any individual, asso
ciation of individuals. municipal or
other corporations whatsoever, pro-
vided, however, the Legislature may
grant aid to indigent or disabled Con-
federate soldiers and sailors, wh2
eame to Texas prior to January 1,
1910, and to their widows, in indi-
gent circumstances and who have
been hona fide residents of this State
gince January 1, 1010, and who were
married to such soldiers or sailors
prior to January 1, 1910, and teo indi-
gent and disabled soldiers who under
the special laws of the State ofTexas
