Although the history of the mat-
ter Is somewhat confusing, it ap-
pears that under present day law
the husband bascontrol of ordi-
nary community property; but con-
trol of the wife's special commun-
ity property Is reserved to her.

Certain restrictions are imposed
upon both husband and wife In ex-

ercising such control. For Instance,
the husbandcannot legallydispose
of community property ln such a
way ns to defraud the wife, nor
can he sell the homesteadwithout
her signature and acknowledgment
And the wife's sale or mortgageof
her separate real estate, stocks or
bonds Is not valid unless her hus-
band Joins with her m the tran-
sactionhe must sign and execute
the necessary legal papers along
with her.
