Operators in Spade
Fieldton, Olton and Springlake
were running approximately a
week behind these located in
the Littlefield-Sudan-Am-
herst-Earth areas The former
still had fairly sizeable
backlogs, while the latter
locations appeared Lo be all but
finished.

Everywhere, however, there
was the universal complaint of
crippling labor shortages. With
the exception of one gin each
in Fieldton. Sprirlake, Earth
and Sudan, all were unanimous
in their denunciation of the
labor shortage.

Asked for a suggested
remedy, they, almost to a man,
called for more laborers from
Old Mexico. Four miltiple gin
operations were [orced to leave
a gin go idle during the entire
season due to the lack of
competent labor,

Over-all this year is proving
to be vastly the best ginning
year since 1965.

THE GENERAL AURA of
tolerance for the lawbreaker and

of permissiveness toward
intolerable public behavior has
been an important factor
precipitating what is now called a
“crisis of law and order™

The irony of it is that as
government moves 1o satisty
public demand for rejuvenating

the rule of law, the first steps, will
in many cases, be toward
restrictive legislation which will be
felt most strongly by the
law-abiding citizen and most likely
miss controlling the criminal
element since they have no
intention of obeying the laws
anyway

A CASE IN POINT can be
found in the matter of gun
controls

Many new restrictions have
been placed on the sale and
ownership of firearms and
ammunition 1n this session of
Congress

New propesals including the
registration and licensing of all
firearms will probably be back

again in the next session

IT IS ESTIMATED that there
may be as many as 100 million
guns owned by private citizens in
the United States. It would take
separate stale agencies or another
bureau of the federal government
to handle the monumental task of

registering all these firearms and
licensing their owners.
Two things would happen

either the whole operation would
be allowed to run a major deficit
and be supported by other tax
revenue, or the cost of licensing to

the gun owner would become
prohibitive for many sportsmen
and gun collectors owning a

number of firearms.

In any case, the means would
be established to restrict or
severely limit at any time the
ownership of firearms by the
private citiznes.

IN THE MEANWHILE, the
criminal element would be left
largely untouched since they
would not register firearms they
intended to use in the commission
of a crime,

Re-establishment of a national
atmosphere of respect for the law
and the society which it protects
will not come from restriction of
the many millions of law-abiding
citizens who own guns and use
them for the constructive and
healthful sports of hunting and
competitive shooting,

Residents of Lamb County
will soon have Lo pay the piper
for the increase in social
security benefits that went into
effect this year

Beginning on January 1st,
local wage earners and their
employers will be hit with an
increase in payroll taxes to
finance the bigger pension
checks that are now being
Issued.

Working people who are
covered by social security will
begin paying at the rate of 4.8
percent on the first 87 800 of
earnings Matching
contributions will be made by
their employers

The new rate represents a
nse over the 4.4 percent that
has been in effect this year

For those who are
sell-employed, the rate will go
from the present 6.4 percent
on the first $7.800 to 6.9
percent, The new maximum
tax for them will be $538.20.

What it amounts to, for
residents of Lamb County, is
an overall increase of
approximately $268,000 over
the total paid for social
security in the cur va. year by
local workers aii sinployers.

The figures urc based upon
data released by the Social
Security Administration, Lhe
Internal Revenue Service and
others.

They show that the nation's
jobholders and their employers
turned some $25.5 billion into
the Social Security Trust Fund
last year and that this year's
total will be well over $27
billion

Lamb County's
contribution to the 1968
amount will be approximately
$2 447,000 it 18 estimated.

And next year, under the
new rates, it will be close to
$2,715 000 based on the same
number of workers.

For a peson earning $4 000
& year, the tax will be $192
Instead of the $176 paid this

January

year. At the $5,000 level it will
be $240, as against $220 this
year. Those earning $6,000 will
be paying $288, as compared
with $264 previously.

The largest tax, for those
with "womes of %7800 or
more, will be $374.40, It has
been $343.20.

These rates will apply,
under present plans, during
1969 and 1970, after which
there will be additional hikes
each two or three years.

Unless Congress votes a
further expansion of benefits,
the maximum will be reached
in 1987, when a person earning
$7.800 will pay $460.20 into
social security
