Wonder How They Do It?
Newsprint has gone up again, which puts

anothersqueeze on the metropolitan news-
papers.But they will all take anotherhitch
in their belts and keep on getting by.

It hasbrought the usual rashof cries from
politicians for price controls on newsprint,
or government subsidies for more mills, or
governmentrationing, or almost anything to
make the publishers feel like they've got a
friend in Congress.

Really think they are playing up to the
wrong group.Newsmenseetoo much of that
sort of thing to be much impressed.They

watch the politicians try to sell that same
false philosophy to every economic group
that votes. And most of them have lonp

since figured out that the sum total of all

such interferences with our market system,

spells ruin for free enterprisewith all its
benefits for mankind.

Publishers as a group will take their
chances in a free market rather than take
their chanceswith the politicians. The mar-

ket is impartial; politicians cannot be.

Those politicians who really want to con-

vince the newsmenof the nation that they
aretrying to help out in alleviating the news-

print shortage (which is what caused the
price rise) can do so very easily. All they

have to do is forego the luxury of political
throw aways.

One candidatefor governor hasalready put
out 400,000 copies of a political paper boost-

ing his candidacy. It used up enough news-

print to supply all six newspapersin Lamb
County for almost a year. And thecampaign

hasn'tevenstartedyet. He will no doubt put
out several more. And if the other half a
dozen candidatesshould do the same thing,

they will have seriously aggravatedthe dif-

ficulty small newspapersare having in loca-

ting (at any price) enough paper to give
Mieir readersthe local news.

Wo wonder how they get newsprint in

such quantities. Newspapers of all sizes

are having to borrow from each other and
scroungeevery way theycan to getby while

their regularshipmentsof print are running

a month or two behind schedule.But some-

how- influential, politician can get a year's
supply for halfa.dozennewspapers.

The moral, it seemsto us, is that Ameri-

cansmust not turn their marketsover to the
politiciani There is no justice there.

No Story

It's just this: Safetydoesn'tmake headlines.

The results of common-sens-e driving are
evidencedby accidentsthat never happened

by headlines that were never printed.

That's the big safetystory. It's a story that
happensso often it isn't news to the public.

1, safety will be news--big news. On that
day Americans all over the country will

moke one big effort to drive skillfully with-

out accident. And if they are successfulno

paper will overlook the story. If the accident

toll is rut down, banner headlines in news-

papersall over the country will proclaim the
news. But whether it's S-- D Day or not

every driver owes it to himself and his loved

ows to drive carefully ... to practice the
skill, timing, and coordinationthat make--? for

expert driving.

He is the living Christ, Son of
Man and Son of God. He makes
demands on his disciples, and he
has a right to make them.
Oiscipleship

Those who were closest to Jesus
in Galilee, those with whom he
took the greatest pains, were
called Disciples. Now the least
that "disciple" can mean is

learner " The first demand that
Christ ma - - '" -- t
ourselves C.u.....ii- - cK.nt.iid
preliminary to all others, is that
we learn of him. We never should
assume that we know all about
Jesus his character, his teach-in- g,

his purpose. It is a sobering
question: How much of our be-

havior, our attitudes, eur think-
ing in various fields, our relation-
ships with other people how
much of this did we learn from
Jesus, and how much did we copy
from other persons,and how much
is our own Invention?
Decision

Another demand Christ makes
of us Is decision. This in three
ways: decision for him, decision
about him, decision with him. It
Is specially these last two that are
highlighted in this week's pas-
sages from Luke. The decision for
Christ is the point at which one
begins to be a disciple. But be-

sides learning, the Christian dis-
ciple has to decide, and act ac-

cordingly, about some questions
that affect him vitally. One is the
decision about Christ which Jesus
pushed on his disciples. "Who do
you say that I am?" Jesus put
this question only after they had
been disciples for some time.
(Why?) But it can be answeredat
any time, and it must be answered
some time, if we have any title
to the name "Christian." How
seriously do we take JesusChrist1
That dependson what answer we
give to his question; What do we
think of him? Who and what Is
he? The more fully we know his
importance, the more seriously
we shall take him. Is he a dream-
er, a poet, an impractical Ideal-
ist? Is he a child of his age, im-

portant then, but now such a man
as wc can safely neglect? Is he a
noble thinker, a stirring leader of
men? Or is he, as Peter dared to
believe, the Son of the living God'
Does he come to us with the
authority of one man's opinion,
or does he speak as an ancient
sage, or does hespeak with the
wisdom of the Almighty? He de-

mands a decision.

Denial of Sell
Now if we have answered the

first two demands, for disciplcshfp
and for decision, we may be ready
for the third demand. (This is the
decision with him, spoken of just
now.) We shall pay very little at-

tention to this if we have not
rightly met the other two, If we
are not true learnerswe shall not
even hear this, or we shall mis-

understand it. If we think less of
Christ than we ought to think,
then this demand will seem ego-

tistic, unreasonable,suicidal. It is
only the Son of God who has the
right to make sucha demand. It
is for nothing less than denial of
self. There is a cheap substitute
for this which is sometimes mis-

taken for it. It is called "self-denial- "

and may mean no more
than going without ice cream for
a while, doing without some lux-
ury or other. Denial of self is
something different entirely, Jesus
puts it In terms of a crucifixion.
To take up a cross was to be al-- ,

, ready on the last mile. To deny
the self means to cease being
one's own e.

It means "love thyself last." It
means dying to oneself, as Paul
put it, and living to God. It means
"Not I, but Christ, liveth In me."

Last Year .

A report by the U. S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture on current
developments In the farm real
rntn'o markot ns of July shows a
continued upward trend In mar-
ket prices of farm land In Texas
this year.

Varm land values In Texasrose
6 per cent between March and
July 1955, bringing them 8 per-
cent above their general level as
of July 1954 .

Nationally, a continued moder-
ate advance in dollar value of U.
S. farm land during the first half
of 1955 brought farm real estate
values back to their previous
peak reachedin late 1932, follow- -

ling the Korean outbreak.
Compared with a year earlier,

farm land vnlues In 30 states
showed gains of 2 per cent or
more this July and the National
average Increasewas 5 percent.

' Largest increasesoccurredin the
central Corn belt, where gains

I ranged from 5 to 8 percent.But
similar Increases occurred In
Texas. Louisiana, and Florida.
Only three States Maine, Ver-
mont, and Wyoming reported
valuessignificantly below a year

. earlier.
The strength in land values, ac-

cording to the Department of
Agriculture, appearsto be based
In part on strong demand for ad-

ditional land to enlarge existing
farms and permit more efficient
useof farm machlney. More avail
ablo credit Is also given as a fac-
tor, plus favorablecrop prospects
at mid-195-1, and a generally fa-

vorable outlook In the national
economy.

More than two-third- s of the
farms and farm tracts sold In
1914 and the first half of 1915
were bought by farmers, and
farmers who alreadyowned some
land were the principal class of
former-buyers- .
