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Rayon vs. Cotton

| The case of the rayon industry, com-
prising a relatively small number of
manufacturing plants, against the cot-
ton industry, mustering millions of
farmers, principally in the Southern
States, broke into the open at Wash-
ington the other day when a Senate
committee had Rubber Director Jef-
fers on the carpet. The question at
hand was whether some $50,000,000
should be laid out for expanding ray-
on production for use instead of cot-
ton in making heavy duty truck tires
for the Army.

The Army experts are said to have
asked for the ravon; the tire makers
are said to have reported that a 50
per cent improvement in general qual-
ities of heavy tires could be effected
by the substitution. Mr. Jeffers point-
edly told the committee that so far as
he was concerned there was nothing
else to be considered than relative ef-
fectiveness of the two products. No
pressure groups, he said, would sway
him, and if the Senate committee
wished to stop him it had better get
a law passed quick.

Too long have we hoped and prayed
for a man at Washington who would
tell people what to do and how and
when to do it, and then stand fast to
the word, to jump straddle of the neck
of the first man of the sort that shows
up. There is a very definite reassur-
ance in Mr. Jeffers' determination and
his plain-spokenness. Such a man will
likely make no more mistakes than the
oftener-met backer and filler, and his
mistakes will be much more endur-
able.

However, it is reassuring to note
that in the current exchange between
Southern Senators and Mr. Jeffers the
rubber “czar” does not close the door
against cotton He says, in effect, that
the tire makers are to have supplies of
rayon as well as cotton opened to
them, and that if, contrary to existing
recommendations of the experts, cot-
ton proves still superior, heavy tires

! will utilize L‘rll(ln‘ fabrie as before. The

Army is conducting tests in Texas.m-
tended to establish the full service-
ability of cotton-made heavy tires,
and doubtless these tests will be im-
portant in the final determination.

In the meantime, the pleasure of

hearing a production director tell peo-
ple, even as big as Senators, “where
to head in” will sustain most of us in
the cotton States during the time when
we are waiting for the final word on
whether cotton or rayon is more useful
in the heaviest sort of tires. We will
be encouraged, further, by the rvf!ec-
tion that in the making of such tires
it was the long-staple variety of cotton
that was formerly used, not the shorter
staple which makes up 95 per cent of
the Southern crop. —Star-Telegram.

Farm Production Important

One of the short-length news stories
of the week is packed with signifi-
cance. It reveals a chief reason for the
growing farm labor shortage, which
must be checked if enough food is pro-
duced next year to sustain our armies
and the civilian population. It told of
the enlistment of five of the Fords,
Missouri farm boys, in the Coast
Guard. “There's more coming,” the re-
cruits said, referring to four more of

the brothers who plan to enlist in the
near future. Another brother, the
tenth, will be left to take care of the
family farm.

This story goes to show that the

drain on farm labor hasn't been due
solely to the lure of higher pay in war
plants or in city jobs. These farm
boys want to get in and fight, as thou-
sands have gone in before them.
They'll make the sort of fighters need-
ed to win this war against the tough-
est foes their country has ever faced

| Sugar Rations For
Home Use Will
Remain The Same

Sugar rations for home use will
remain unchanged at one-half pound
a perton each week during the per-
iod of Nov. 1-Dec. 15, but indus-
trial and institutional consumers will
receive less in November and De-
cember than in the preceding two
months.

The Office of Price Administra-
tion said today stamp No. 9 would
be good for three pounds of sugar
between Nov. 1 and Dec. 156 Stamp
No. 8, which covered a ten-week
period, and calls for five pounds,
expires at midnight October 81.
Institutional users, including ho-
tels and restaurants, will receive 80
per cent of their sugar base for
November and December,

Industrial userg will receive 70
per cent of their sugar base, com-
pared with 80 per cent, including
a 10 per cent bonus, in September
and Oectober.

An exception to the 60 per cent
allotment for institutions is an al-
lotment of 85 per cent for hospitals
treating patient: saffering from
acute jllnesses,

Eligible For Loan

sovernment loang on cotton in
farm storage will be made this year
for the first time, Fred Rennels,
ussistant state administrative offi-
cer of the Agricultural Adjustment
Agency, announced recently,

Heretofore, farm-stored wheat and
other grains have been eligible for
loan in restricted areas, but only
cottan stored in commercial ware-
houses could be placed under gov-
ernment loan. Under the new pro-
vision, loans on farm-gtored cotton
will be available throughout the
Cotton Belt,

Under the 1942 cotton loan pro-

ram, loans will be available only

0 cooperators on eligible cotton
stored in approved farm structures.
The farm storage phase of the loan
program will be administered in
each county by the Agricultural
Conservation Committee, and a
member of the committee must ap-
prove all loans.

A storage allowance of 10 cents
o bale per month will be allowed
the producer storing cotton on the
farm, provided the cotton is deliv-
ered to Commodity Credit Corpora-
tion in satisfaction of the loan.
Farm-stored cotton offered as se-
curity will be inspected by a coun-
ty loan Inspector appointed by the
gounty AAA committee. Such cot-
ton will be classed by a U. 8.
Board of Cotton Examiners.

To be acceptable for cotton stor-
age, a farm ure must be in
