It is Important, however,that
the public generally understand
AA, to facilitate its work andto
extend Its helping hand even
further to people in' need
through alcoholism.

Alcoholics Anonymous began
when two persons first shared
the experienceof afight against
alcoholism, drew strength and
hope from each other and
then went out to help yet another
alcoholic who still suffered.

This was in 1935. A New York
kmkurwha oncehadbeenDro- n-

ounced a hopelessalcoholichad
willed his way to recovery, and
(or six months hadnot touched a
drop of liquor.

Then, when In Akron, Ohio,
on an Important businessdeal
that had gone bad,he foundhim-

self desperately craving a
drink, alone and depressed.

From his recovery period,
however, he had learned one
thing: alcoholism Is not often
beaten alone, or with lecturing
or crusading. He bad tried for
months without successto lec-

ture his drinking friends off the
bottle.

What an alcoholic needs,the
broker decided,was anotheral--

cohollc who understood, in a
way that others could not, the
problems of alcoholism. He got
on the telephone and started
searching desperately. This led
to a meeting with the late Dr.
Bob S., a physicianwho had vir-
tually destroyed his practice
and reputationbecauseof alco-

hol.

With this help the broker,
BUI W., passedthe crisis. The
AA system evolved, the simple
fact that an alcoholic who could
not stay sober alonecan do so
when he draws help from ano-

ther alcoholic and gives help In
turn.

It Is not as simple as It
sounds. Human drama sur-
rounds the recovery of each
victim of alcoholism, which Is
an illness, an almost incurable
illness. It goesbeyond thepow-

er of drugs, of most profes-
sional skill. To curealcohol-
ism, a vial of the spirit of a
cured alcoholic must be trans-
fused to the sick man. The
serum for alcoholism is the hu-

manspirit.

Time and time again the
treatment falters and mustbe
begun again. Often it falls en-

tirely, because It fights a vic-

ious disease. A testimony to
its successare the 8,700 work-
ing AA clubs in 82countries and
their hundredsof thousandsof
members who give of them-
selves unselfishly to bring ano-

therback to health. Then they
remain together to work In a
common cause that the unini-
tiated cannot really understand;
and they grow in spirit.

They also remainanonymous.
You,see membersreferredto In
print as Bill W. or JohnN., not
by their full names.It alsoser-
ves their purpose to speak out
publicly frequently, for this Is
the mosteffective way thatper-
sons who needAAcanbereach-
ed. The continuingpurposeof
AA, thesourceof its strength, is
the need and desire to share
their recovery.

Self righteousness is pare-ful-ly

avoided In AA. Nothing Is
mandatory, and the recovery
program Is simply a suggested
one. This volunteer system
hasworkedwonders. Thereare
yet millions of alcoholics In the
United States today, In places
low and high. These are the
goalsofA . . . where there Is
help when it Is wanted.
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DrylandCottonNeedsRain-No-w!
July's continued hot,dry days

are carrying a good thing too
far for Lamb area cotton far-
mers who are experiencing
more concerndally for the 1964
crop, particularly in dryland
areas.

The cottonpicture, generally,
probably Is as good as for the
same period lastyearwhen the
cropwas late and growerswere
sweating out a late frost, that
fortunately did comelate.

In some areasof the county,
largely In the northsection and
around Spade and Fleldton, the
1964 crop Is looking good and
growing strong, probably better
than a yearago.

But In the dryland area,gen-
erally south of the Santa Feline
through the county, the 40,000
to 45,000 acresin dryland cot-
ton are suffering from lack of
moisture.

A big rain, right now, Is much
needed. If It doesnot comeby
early August thesituationwill be
critical, cotton observers say.
With a good rain the production
could not 'meet last year's good
dryland crop, they say.

Farmers have a partial out
In the new cotton law andhave
until August 15 to decidewhe-
ther they want to take it. The
weatherprobably will makethis
decision for them. It is whe-
ther to cut acreage back to
67 percentof allotmentandboost
the price for cotton they do
produce.

At this point, cotton around
Olton, Sprlnglake, up from Su-

dan, around Fleldton and Spade
is probably ahead in prospects
from this time last year,cotton
peoplesay. Earth, which exper-
ienced some washouts and late
replanting, is a little late but
with good prospects.

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Lions EmphasizeSafe Biking
As part of a sate bicycling I

program being emphasizedthis
week, the Llttlefleld Lions club
urges all persons to learn and
practice the "bicyclists code"
for safe riding.

In Llttlefleld, where the size-
able bicycling population in-

cludes both adults and young-
sters, the rules have a special
interestto all, a club announce-
ment emphasizes.

Rules are listed as fol-

lows:
"1. I pledge to observe the

rules of safe riding whenever
my bicycle Is in operation.

2. I pledge to ride my bicy-

cle in an expert mannerfor my
own safety and pleasure.

3. 1 pledge to keep my bicy-
cle in good operatingandmech-
anical condition.

4. 1 pledge to encouragemy
fellow-ride- rs to follow all the
rules of safe bicycling for our
mutualwelfare."

Safety experts agreethat the
human factor Is all Important
and that most bicycle accidents
are caused by the violation
of some simple traffic rule or
failure to keep the bike in good
operatingcondition.

Actually, the rules of bicy-
cling go back a long ways. Once
a primary mode of traffic, the
bicycle is almost as popularto-

day as it was almostbefore the
advent of the automobile. A big
difference is that auto traffic
requires added rules andadher-
ence to them.

The first bicyclewas Invented
in about 1790, and was called
the "walk-along-". The walk-alo- ng

was pushed alongby the
rider's feet like a kiddie car.
Later a steering bar was con-

nected to the front wheel and
then called "hobbyhorses",
"dandy horses", and "swift-.walker- s".

Later, a French
locksmith invented a bicycle
with pedalsattached to the front
wheel. This early forerunnerof
today's modernbike was paten-
ted the "Boneshaker" in 1866.

The bicycle was In great use
in the United Statesfrom 1SS9

until 1900. In 18S9 the air-fill- ed

rubber bicycle tire was Intro-
duced,and there were 312 bicy-
cle factories In the country
which made more than 1,000,000
bicycles a year. Today, more
than 24,000,000 people in the
United States own bicycles.
One factory in Little Rock, Ark.,
can turn out as many as 3,000
bicycles a day.

A request for parents to In-

struct thelryoungblcycle riders
to learn and use 12 rules for
safe bicycling is Issued by
Police Chief F. A. Fitzgerald
this week.

Fitzgerald lists thesefollow-
ing safebicycling rules:

1. Observe all traffic reg-
ulationsred and green lights,
one-w-ay streets, stop signs.

2. Keep to the right andride
in a straight line. Always ride
in single file.

3. Have white light on front
and danger signal on rear for
night riding.

4. Have satisfactory signal-
ing device to warnof approach-b-ell

or horn.
5. Give pedestrianstheright

of way. Avoid sidewalks-other-wise

useextra care.
6. Look out for carspulling

out into traffic. Keep sharp
lookout for sudden opening of
auto doors.

7. Never hitch on other ve-

hicles, "stunt" or race in
traffic.
