Also anxiously awaitinghis arri-
val about June 20 is an aunt,
Mrs, Walter Ford of Lubbock,
who now Is visiting her sister
and brother.

Mrs. Jones warned that Tom-
my better known asTomJones
amid the Show Blzz of Broadway
where he lives andworks may
not look thepartofafamous mu-

sical lyricist. Infact,onemight
well mistakehim for a common
place farmhand from the faded
blue Jeans and bootsshepred-
icts her son will be wearing
most of the time. The East-
ern accent he has adopted,how-

As far as pastimesgo, oil
painting would rate first place
in the life of talented Littlefield
artist Mrs. Bub (Lucille) Ste-

wart If It were not In compe-
tition with an overwhelming ri-
val sewing for her grand-
daughters.

Mrs. Stewart, whosepaint-
ings reveala profound sensiti-
vity to her surroundlngssand,to
any beauty or interestinglines
that might be tucked therein,
says whenever a choice comes
betweenpainting andsewing, the
latter usually wins as any
able-bodi- ed grandmother can
understand.

However, the rivalry appar-
ently is stimulating, because
whenever Lucille Stewart takes
brush orpalette,orsponge
in hand, a piece of canvas be-

comes alive and vibrant with
meaning.

THAT LANDSCAPES are her
favorite Is undebatable even
her still-llf- es are given a dis-

tinctive uniqueness by a basic
landscape background. This
weekshebeganwork on astlll-llf- e

depleting graduation. The
background? It wasdoneIdenti-
cally as shewould have pre-
pared her canvas for a land-

scape.
Oils are her preferred

medium and the brush her
favorite technique. Neverthe-
less,shehas createdsomefas-clnatln- g

effects by combining
pastels and oils applied with
everything from palettes to
cardboard strips.

Although her work Is rela-
tively smooth, Lucille always
applies her paint heavily.

"I use a heavy background
a greatdeal ofpaint," shecom-
mented, "Thenyou haveapaint-
ing the restof your life. A lot
of people don't agreewith me,
but that's the way 1 domypaint-ln- gs

and I'm not going to teach
any otherway."

IN PAST YEARS, Lucille has
taught manybeginners andama-

teurs free-grat- is. "And all
my pupils surpassedme years
andyears ago" sheexclaimed.

Lucille believes in keeping
paintings cleaned to make them
brighter and "becausethey last
longer." Shesaid manypeople
disagreewith heraboutthis,but
experiencehad convincedherof
the theory's sound basis.

For cleanlng,shefirstwashes
the painting with light Lux suds
and dries It with cotton or soft
tissue. "When thoroughly dry,
I apply linseed oil which I let
stay on until it has soaked in.
Then I take cotton orsoft tissue
and remove the excess,"

She said a famous artist at

When she sells a painting, she
tells the buyer to bring it back
to herwhenever it needsclean-
ing.

Paintings arereal andalive to
Lucille. Shesaysthe only times
she likes to give one away Is
whensomsoneexpressesanun-deniab- ley

sincere desire fora
particular painting. "Then I en-

joy giving thepainting. Iknowthe
person will love and cherish
it and take care of it."

"Art is work," Lucille ex-

plains. "You have to give up
many other activities to have
time for it. A finished painting
is not something to be taken
lightly."

LUCILLE'S tone selections
have a way of creating a pre-
dominant color effect although
many hues may be used.

An enormous painting of
trees, water and sky her
ultra-favor-ite subjects ach-
ieves an overall effect of tones
of green,yet many shadesglow
through the darkerboulders and
stream banks. Thepalntingwon
first place in Art Club of
Llttlefleld's show about 1956.

Another prize winning paint-
ing Is one of herearllestworks,
done in water color before she
was married. Thepainting took
first place in numerous fairs.

An extremely Interesting
creation is a landscape ofbar-
ren trees startedwith pastels
and completedin oil. The me-
diums were applied with pieces
of cardboardand a sponge,plus
"a little palettework,"

LUCILLE BEGAN painting
when shewasabout11 yearsold.
An art teacheradvisedherfam-il-y

to give herspeciallessons.
They compiled, but shehas had
no formal training since that
time.

The usual experiencesof living are going
to buffet us about, and thereprobably will be
crises, now and then, thatwill seemalmost
too much for us.

In all of this, there will be a strong in-

clination toward self-pit- y. We will betempted
often to feel sorry for ourselves, and this
feeling will take over unless we throw it off.

Of course, we must be kind to ourselves,
but we must not permit this proper feeling
of wholesome selfconsideration to degenerate
to the level of self-pit- y.

IF W E are foolish enoughto wallow around
in the mire of self-pit- y, we are most cer-
tainly weakeningourselves,and making our-
selvesless capable to copewith life.

It is impossible to confine the feeling of
self-pi-ty to some isolated facetof one'slife.

The dissipating Influence will inevitably
spread to other parts of the life pattern to
the extent of affecting the whole life adver-
sely.

Feeling sorry' for ourselvesIs adangerous
spiritual sickness.

It weakensand destroys the moral fiber of
the individual; it is repulsive to all who see
its manifestations; and it actually adds to the
difficulties and sorrows from whence it
com;s. Self-pi- ty does not help improve any
situation, and usually become a formidable
barrier to Improvement or correction.

THOSE WHO indulge themselvesthe most
in the destructivenessof self-pi-ty are the
personswho are most egocentricin the life
view.

Of course, we must be conscious of self,

This compares with a 2,227,
033 bale revisedproductionfig-ur- e

for 1965. The hugereduct-

ion was a Joint result of fewer
planted acresand adversewea-

ther conditions last year.
The production cut comes to

4 1.9 per cent.
Weather worked two ways to

bring the 1966 total down. First,
losses to hall, sand and drouth
resulted in 5.7 per cent less
airesbeingharvestedthanwere
planted. In 1965 such losses
amountedto 5,3 per cent.

Second,wet, coldweatherand
an early freeze reduced yelld
per harvestedacre from 519

pounds In 1965 to 449 pounds in
1966.

The High Plains crop last
year figured 40,6 per cent of

the 3,182,000 bales produced
in Texas, considerably below
normal. For the pastseveral
years this area's production
has been between45 and50 per
cent of the state total.

Lamb County had 122,300 pl-

anted acres, 115,900 harvested
acres, 417 yield peracre, and
total production of 100,800 bales
(500 pound) in 1966. In 1965,

yield per acrewas 532 andtotal
production was 196,400 bales.
