Erysipelas

High Living Is Bad
For The Feet

BALTIMORE—Ladies, get down
oft those high heels for your
health's sake, advises Dr. 8. J, Wik-
ler.

Those stilts, says the Baltimore
chiropodiet, are the cause of that
frequent complaint, “VWhen my feet
hurt, 1 hurt all over.”

It's the artificial lift that throws
the whole body structure out of

whack, Dr. Wikler says in the De
cember lesue of “American SBhoe-
making."

With a heel elevation on the
shoe, the weight must be trans
ferred more forward to the small
bones In the middle of the foot
whose true function should be that
of lexible spring bones,” Dr., Wik
ler explained.

Dr. Wikler finds the only practi
cal justifications for shoe heels is
economy or vanity—"to provide
more leather for the part that s
most apt to wear out first, or to
miake 4 short person appear taller.”

D, Wikler ¢ays the idea of ghoe
heels wus started by a short sta-
tured DM Mediel Queen who desired
to appear taller. Fashion did the
rest,
