A great stir js being caused among the newspaper pro-
fession and in Congress by the report of the Commission on
Government security. The report, among other things. pro-
poses to make it a crime for newsmen to reveal secret securi-
ty information, a erime punishable by a maximum penalty of
five years in prison and a $10,000 fine.

[t is charged that scme reporters have been gueilty of
Stealing secret information and it is known that, during World
War II, in a few instances, security information of a vital nat-
ure was willingly published, to the harm of American fight-
ing men

Ing newsmen to get whataver information the y can, and pub-
lish it, and then blame the Defense Department or military
