Report of the robbery as given by
the Lubbock Daily Avalanche, is as
follows:

Only one employee of the bank
was on duty at noon when two men
walked in, ordered him to throw np
his hands. He complied and the
robborsi backed him into the vault
nnd locked the door.

A. A. Bceman, president of the
bank, tonight described the men

The great numbers
that Infest the herd day and night
Sorgo themselves with large ipmntl-tie- s

of blood. Itesldes this, the ex-
citement and annoyance ruu.sed dur-
ing the heat of the day, when the herd
seeks some shady place to llnd rom-for- t,

exerts no smalt Inlluence on the
dully tallk How. Files may become so
troublesome ut curtain seasonsof the
year that nnlmals are orlven frantic.
This not only affects the milk How,
but may even lend to a loss of fleh.

Th reim.vul of oil imnetfMsnrj tua-terl- nl

nround the yards, especially
fresh manure, Is a very effective
means of controlling the fly menace.
The darker the stuble can be kept
during the heat of the dny the better.
Whitewash darkenedwith some color-
ing matter, such as lampblack, may be
applied to the windows. SackingI

hung from the top of the door keeps
the stable dark while the cows are
entering nnd also serves to brush off
a number at the same time. Some
dairies equip the windows nnd doors
with screens. This Is especiallyvalu-
able when the practiceof keeping the
herd Indoors during the heat of the
day Is followed.

During lly time each herd should be
sprayed once or twice dally with some
spray mixture. No fly repellent has
yet been devised which Is satisfac-
tory as a permanentspray. Hut there
are a number on the market which
greatly reduce the attacks of these
Insects.

Give Creamfor Butter:
Most Careful Attention

Cream, like many other delicate
foods, Is perishable and Is very sus-
ceptible to fenncntntlon nnd contami-
nation. Unclean, oldj sour, stnlc
cream cannot be made Into high-qualit- y

butter, the kind that sells readily
and brings top market prices.

Producers'should know that the
two Important factors, cleanliness In
handling and temperature cream Is,

held nt, determine Its quality. !ll
milk utensils, Including cream sepa-

rator, shoulibjUioryjighly cleaned
nid. scalded riftpr- - each time. ,.t,he.v are
used. They should then bu left In dry
clean surroundings nnd whenever
possible In tho sunlight when they
are not In use.

For best results crenm should "bo

cooled Immediately after It ' 1s

skimmed to CO degreesFahrenheit or
Lower If possible but. not freezing be-

fore being mixed with cream from a
former skimming. It should be kept
at thN temperatureuntil sent to the
crenmery.

Keep Heifer Growing to
Make BestDairy Profit

Start them quick mid keep ihein
growing, Is the wn. tt raise piolltabli'
dairy heifers. This practice needs to
he ul llih time of the year,
because heifers will soon be suffering
from short pastur nnd lack of feed.
These short pastilles nnd scunty feed
will slow up the growth of the heifers
and. In some eases, actually stunt
Ihum for life, thus cutting down their
einclency us matur cows, .lust us it
Is Important In economical milk pro-

duction to have cows give n large flow
of milk so that there may bo a proflt

left above the expense of keep, so It
Is Important to have helfcra grow fust.
Only In this way can they use tli
smallest percentagepossibleof their
feed for mulutenuuce and the largest
amount possible for growth, which
means economy In their raising.
