to lmportforelgnwor-ker- s.

The U.S. Depsrtment of
Labor requires the farmer to
make reasonable efforts utili-
zing all sources of domestic
workers to fill his worker re-
quirements. This has been in-

terpretedto mean (l) the far-
mer must recruit both in Tex-
as and, If needbe, otherstates,
seekingworkers, (2) he musto-
ffer the worker a minimum of
90 per hour and Incaseswhere
the work Is piece rate,thework
should be designed to produce
90 per hour, (3) the farmer
has to offer the domesticwor-
ker, as a minimum, all the
terms and conditions of em-
ployment that were offered to
Mexican workers under the
Migrant Labor Agreementof
1951, as amended, Including a
written contract containing
thoseconditions.

This all means the farmer,
has to offer the domestic wor-
kers all that was previously
offered a "bracero" , plus the
90 per hour guaranteethrough
March 31, 1965, then theguar-
anteedrateperhour would In-

creasetq $1.15 per hour. This
and other considerationssuch
as family housingmust be pro-
vided where feasible and nec-
essary. Of course, the above
conditions are for those far-
mers or growers who are in-

terested In attemptlon to se-
cure Mexican National labor.
If the farmer or grower Is not
Interested In Importing foreign
workers he may offer whatever
wage he deemsnecessaryto
securequalified workers.

At the present time there
are several "Recruiting
Teams" In the Littlefleld,
Muleshoe and Hereford areas
contacting farmersandexplain-
ing this program and offering
the services of the TexasEm-
ploymentCommission. Should a
farmer desireworkers now or
In the future, and Is not con-
tacted by one of these "Recru-
iting Teams", he should feel
free to contact the T.E.C. of-

eford, Littlefleld and.Muleahoe.

JuvenileOffenses
Concern Officers

County and city law enforce-
ment officers, and the county
judge are becoming more con-
cerned with the mounting county
Juvenile problem,

Twen't y percent of the per-
sons Jailed by Lamb County
officials, In 1964,were 17years
of age, or under. In 1964 the
county confined301 persons, of

these 85 were Juveniles.
The offenses for which the

youths were Jailed Is as varied
as their ages and backgrounds.
They range from runaways,to
aggravated assault and arson.

County Judge J.B. Davis re-
ported the Juvenile cases to
appearbefore him in 1964 were
more thandoublethe1963 count,
the number confined to the state
schools tripled. Davis said he
heard 48 cases In 1964, and 22
In 1963.

The most common offense,
reported by the law officers,
was larceny, theft of a nature
other than auto. Twenty-fiv- e
youthswere lodged In the county
jail on this count.

The concern for the youths
of the area la a thing to effect
the entire community.Officials
are beginning to wonderwhere
the blame is to be placed. At
one time, Judge Davis repor-
ted the county did not face the
problem that now exists. He
said, "The parents usedto keep
their children by theirsidewhen
they worked , or knew at all
times where they were."

The law enforcement of-

ficers, and the judge are net
Interested In the placing of the
blame for this growing prob-
lem, they are more Interested
In helping the people Involved,
and the prevention of other
youths getting into trouble.

However, you do not needto
file this estimate if you file
your final return on Form 1040
and pay in full any tax due oy
February15, 1965.
