Trade opinion credits the Lindsmy,
Oklahoma district with an acreage
reduction of 25 to 30 per cent under
that of last year. Because, however,
of scant sub-soil moisture and defic-
jent rainfall, combined with extreme-
ly dry, hot weather during the past
two weeks, the general prediction
now iz a reduction of 50 per cent.
The early Lindsay broomecorn, at this
writing, is reported in a critical con-
dition due to dry hot weather. Late
broomeorn, which i small to knee
high would, however, be greatly ben-
efitted by rains and cooler tempera-

tures, Harvesting now is under way
only on early corn recently blown
down. Barring further deteriora-

tion, harvesting will be well under
way in about two weeks. Much of
the Lindsay crop, however, is late.
Normally the Lindsay district ships
severanl hundred carloads of broom-
corn.

In the Illinois district, the low
prices paid last year for a high per
centage of weather damaged corn,
discouraged any increased acreage
this year. This, together with hot
dry weather has tended further to
reduce the prospective yield of this
large broom-corn district. During

hundredths of an inch of moisture
wag recorded and, at this writing,
early crops are deteriorating rapid.
lv. The bulk of the Illinois crop,
however, is late and would respond
quickly to moisture and cool weather,
Colorado and New Mexico crops
are still in the making. An increns-
ed acreage for Colorado has been
predicted but dry weather has great-
Iy curtailed these prospects, The
planting season now iz generally con-
sidered over for those northern sec-
tions. In New Mexico, about a nor-
mal acreage is forecast by the trade.
Crops are said to be in falr condition
but sre needing rain. New Mexico
normally ships about 5,000 tons of
broomeorn.  Shipments from Colo-
rado last vear were but a fraction
of its normal output of several thous-
and tons.

RBased on the present erop outlook
for broomeorn, the trade generally
are predicting much higher avernge
prices for the 1986 rcop than was
paid in 1985. The extremely dry
weather and reductions in yields fore-
cast plrondy are having a bullish ef-
fect on present Fmall supplies. Some
Wichita dealers report a price ad-
vance of £10.00 per ton on storage
stocks while others are waiting on
erop developments with price read-
justments pending. In all, a decided
price strength is Indieated in this
year's low prospective tonnage out-
look with $200.00 corn freely pre-
dicted unless present drought condi-
tiong are immediately dispelled by
abundant moisture in most all pro-
ducing sections.

proper conditionl to give you the service you have a right to expect, I will not be permitted
to visit you at your farm or home to form your acquaintance and solicit your business, There-
fore, 1 am taking this method and opportunity to introduce myself to you, and to give you a
brief sketch of my past life and experience.

I was rearved on the farm and in the ginning business, as my parents were living on the
farm and engaged in the ginning business at the time of my birth; therefore I had the oppor-
tunity at a very early age to become acquainted with the farmer’'s problems and to study the
ginning business. I began the actual work at a gin when a very small boy, when we carried
the cotton in a basket and placed it on the gin, the lint was blown into a large room and then
ﬁutbemd up and placed in the press by hand and tramped in the press by feet using a mule or

orse for power to press the bale. I have devoted practically my entire time in the gin busi-

ness up to the present time when we have all the modern machinery and equipment in the
ginninﬁ busineas; therefore I feel justified with a lifetime experience in making the statement
that I believe I am as familiar with the farmer’s problems, and as capable of giving you as good
seryice as most any one anywhere, in the gin business.

Before coming to the plains in 1929, 1 owned and operated some of the best plants any-
where; consisting of one five stand plant housed in iron elad building, steam powered and
square bale, and one five stand plant in brick and steel building, fireproof, electric powered,
both round and square bale, also in connection a very nice feed, coal and fertilizer business,
doing business with as many people as any man in the country. I was in the gin business for
myself twenty odd years, coming to the plaing in '20 at the boginning of the depression, having
w{d my business.

Interstate Motor Traffic

Problems arising out of commerce between the states
keep bobbing up in the most unexpected places and ways.
The Constitution of the United States, and the Federal
Government built upon it, had their origin in disputes
between states over the control of commerce on the Po-
tomac and Delaware Rivers. The newest phase of the
problem involves the right of commercial automobiles
from one state to use the highways of another state with-
out contributing toward their maintenance. That has
long been a sore point in several states whose highways
lead across them to major markets in other states.

Now some of the western states have taken the bull
by the horns and set up systems of controlling the entry
of commercial vehicles from outside, by establishing what
they call “ports of entry” on every interstate highway.
Kansas has 65 of these ports of entry, with 176 state em-
ployees operating them. Every commercial car with a
“foreign” license must stop on reaching a port of entry
and get a clearance before it can proceed to use the high-
ways of Kansas. The vehicle itself is inspected, its op-
erator is required to show that he has liability insurance
for the protection of Kansans who might be injured in
their cars or their persons while he is operating his truck
inside the state, and he must also pay a tax toward the
maintenance of Kansas thoroughfares.

New Mexico, Nebraska and Oklahoma are experi-
menting with the Kansas idea in various degrees. Maine
and Utah have incorporated the plan in their motor ve-
hiele regulatory systems, and bills to set up such a system
have been introduced into the legislatures of six other
states,

There is apparent merit on the face of it, in requir-
ing outsiders to pay for the commercial use of state-own-
ed highways. But the plan seems to border closely on
the verge of Federal functions under the interstate com-
merce powers of Congress, especially as there are few, if
any, important highways for which the Federal Govern-
ment has not contributed a large part of the cost.

_ Death On The Highways

Thus far this year the nation-wide campaign for high-
way safety seems to he having some effect in reducing
the number of fatal automobile accidents, We still have
& long way to go before the menace to life, both to motor-
1sts and to pedestrians, is removed. But the figures for
the first six manths of 1986 show a considerable falling
off from those of the corresponding period last vear,

To be sure, the holiday vacation seasan is only just
beginning. Nobody can predict what toll of lives will be
taken during the Summer, There are more cars on the
road than ever before, and they are driving at higher
speeds. But on the other hand, most of the cars now in
use are under better control than the two or three million
antiguated rattle-traps with defective brakes that have at
last been deposited in the junk yards and replaced by new
cars with a much higher factor of safety.

It is not the cars themselves, that are to blame for
most traffic accidents, It is always the driver. In state
after state more careful systems of examining drivers for
competence are being adopted. No state as vet has gone
as far as they go in England in the matter of revoking or
suspending driving licenses of reckless drivers, and no-
where are our main motor highways adequately policed.
Progress is being made, however, and the drive for high-
way safety is becoming both more concentrated and more
widespread.
