GetsNearly Inch

Of Precipitation

Other Area Receives
From Light ShowersTo
Three Inches Of Rain

The recent rainfall ranging from
light showers in the northwest sec-

tion to nearly three inches in the
southeastportion of the SouthPlains
area assured farmers of the area of
a good planting and growing sea
son.

Starting early Sunday morning
heavy showers fell in the Littlefield
area, also some hail, when the mois-
ture, according to the West Texas
Cottonoil Mill guage measured a
total of .32 of an inch.

Beginning again Sunday evening,
rain fell at intervals during the
night, when .62 of an inch of mois-
ture is reported to have fallen, mak-
ing a total rainfall for the week
end for Littlefield and area at .94
of an inch.

Besides providing ample moisture
for the cotton and sorghum planting
throughout this area, the rains
brought needed moisture to the
wheat area, saving the crop from
possible drouth and greenbug dam-
age.

Various areas over the South
Plains reported moisture as follows:

Lubbock 2.07 inches; Slaton 2.71
inches; Muleshoe, light shower, but a
heavy rain is reported south of Mule-sho-e

and extending south nearly to
Brownfield; Enochs 1.25 inches;
Brownfield .97 inches; Sudan one
inch; Lev'elland 2 inches; Anton 1.25
inches; and Plainview 1.98 inches.
Spade, Hart Camp, and a number
of other communities in this area
'reported good moisture.

part of 1942. 1942 skimmed
the creamof the farm and home scrap
crop, but the farmers of the nation
must dig much deeper in 1943 to as-

sure capacity steel mill operation.
The American farmer, second only

to industry as a source of heavy scrap,
is being counted on for a large por-
tion of this year's scrap supplies. Ev--

ery ton of farm scrap is neededin or-

der to enable the war pro-
gram to meet the President's demand
for more arms and equipment for the
United Nation's war machine.

Some idea of the terriffic rate at
which scrap is being consumed is indi-
cated by the fact that steel mills need

1,000,000 tons of scrap
per week in order to operate at ca-
pacity.

This tremendous figure
shows how little in relation to the need
the farmer is asled to produce in the
first six months of 1943.

The task of collecting crap is far
from finished. Until our fighting forc-
es are victorious it will be necessary
to support them with mountains of
scrap.

War Board is being curtailed dur-
ing May.

rains and the new grass supply that
23 counlies already had cancelled
orders for approximately 25 cars of
soybean meal. "

Operating under a plan whereby
soybeans were moved from north-
ern soybean producing areas into
Texas mills for crushing, the mills
sold one-ha- lf of the meal through
regular channels of trade while the
remaining one-ha- lf was retained by
Commodity Credit Corporation for
shipment into critical areas.

Through this emergencyoperation,
the Texas board routed 333 cars of
CCC-owne- d meal during the first
four months of the year into areas
where the food situation was acute.

Users of soybean meal, whether
feeders, feed mixers or dealers are
being advised to arrango for sup-
plies through regular trade chan-
nels, where possible, while the sup-
ply which becomes property of CCC
under the contract plan will be used
for shipment into counties and for
building reserves for future use.

My Programof Work

By D. H, BREWSTER

I started Vocational Agriculture
in the year of 1939. I enrolled in
Agriculture because it was the only
optional course that I thought I
would like. The first year I took
Agriculture I was under the direc-
tion of Mr. W. H. Frazier and when
he left I sold him two registered
gilts from my gilt that had won
first place in our Fat Stock "Show.
I carried only one propect gilt for
pig production, and she1 netted me
$40.27 labor income.

The second year I took Vocation-
al Agriculture I was treasurer and
I carried five projects and won sec-
ond and third places at our Fat
Stock Show. These projects netted
me about $100 net income. I was
on the meats judging team that went
to Lubbock this year and was the
outstanding member of the chapter.

The third year I took Agriculture
I carried seven propects which net-
ted me about $215 net income and
I was vice-preside-nt and later presi-
dent of the chapter. I was the sec-
ond --outstanding member of tho
chapter Ihis year,

This year I am carrying seven
projects and renting one hundred
and seventy-eigh- t acres of land. I
now own $300 worth of defense
bonds and about $150 worth of live-
stock. I have-enjoye- my-threo- " years
of Agriculture and I think the know-
ledge I have secured will aid me in
the future.

My Programof Work

By JOHN ESTLE W1LL1NGHAM

I entered VocatioalAgriculture in
1940, which was my first year in
high school. I had only one project
which was a gilt for pig production.
I made a labor incomeof $50.

The second year of my. Vocational
Agriculture work I was elected sec-

retary of tho Littlefield Chapter. I
carried eight projects: pig for pork,
sow for pigs, calf for beef, milo for
grain, sow for pigs, pig for gilt, and
soybeansfor oil. I made an income two
of $141.06 from my projects.

The

II
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I won Grand Champion with my
sow at tho project show and re-
ceived a registered gilt. I was the
most outstandingF.F.A. member and
received another registered gilt.

The third year of agriculture I
was again elected Secretary of tho
Chapter. I am now carrying and
have completed fifteen projects.
These include: heifer for cow, calf
for beef, 5 sows for pigs,, pig for
gilt, boar for breeding, piga for
pork, cow for milk, cotton for lint,
soybeansfor oil, hegari for bundles,
and milo for grain. I have made
$190.58 on projects completed this
year. I have invested $285 in live-
stock.

Entering vocational agriculture, I
had no idea it was what it is today.
But my second year in Vocational
Agriculture, I began to realize what
it was to be a good F.F.A. This
year I have applied for the Lone
Star Farmer Degree which is the
highest a person can get in the
State organization.

My Future Farmer
Work

By CARROL WILSON

As beginning in the Vocational
Agriculture school at Littlefield, my
first thoughts were that agriculture
would be an easysubject. I knew df
going on field trips and having a
good time. We would receive a cred-
it and a half at the end of the term
if we passedthe course and carried
one project.

I was satisfied with this thought
of until I became to
know why the true F.F.A. boy was
there. I learned he was there, not to
get by with the least that he could.
He was there to learn new ways of
feeding, new ways of caring for
livestock. He would "use these meth-
ods of care on his projects and
would make more money off them.

I started to work to make some
money by carrying projects. The
first year in agriculture I had only
two projects which made me only
