John B. Slaughter, pioneer rancher
od cattleman of West Texas, well
mown in Littlefield by many of the
gider mettlers, died suddenly last|
Monday at his home in Post, of heart
wouble, following an attack of acute
indigestion.

Born in Sabine County, on Dec, 15,
1848, Slaughter was a cattleman by
virth and education. As soon as he
wes able to ride a horse, he began his
kng career as a cattleman, and was
s well known figure on the Kansas,
Chisholm, Dodge and Santa Fe trails.
In hiz early life the range was his
fiell of activity and the saddle was
his homo.

Slaughter’s father located in Palo
Pinto County while the lad was still
in his teens and at a time when out-
lawry and Indian raids were of fre-
quent pecurenee, necessitating on the
part of the ranchmen hardy hearts
and expert markmanship.

In 1877, with W. B, Slaughter,
the ranchman entered the cattle busi-
nees with a combined capital of $6000
They continued in business until
John Slaughter in 1890 bought &
mnch in Blanco county on the Catfish
fver. He later moved to Socorro
munty, New Mexico, but sold out to
an English syndicate in 1896,

Sliughter's next field of activity
wie in the State of Utah. There, on
the Groen River, he established a
moch and remained two years, Tre-
wrning to Glasscock county, Texas,
where he owned 160 sections, 6,000
hesd of cattle and 100 horses. He
next was elected president of the Peo-
ple's Nutional Bank of Colorado, Tex-

In 1898 Slaughter sold his ranch in
Glasacock county and leased ranches
in Gurza and Borden counties. At the
mme time he moved to Fort Worth
ind bullt himself a beautiful home.
