under dryland conditions at the
Lubbock Experimental Station,
continuouscotton produced higher
yields than cotton following grain
sorghum.

"Although rotations that includ
ed . . . one yearof grain sorghum
for green manure produced slight-
ly higher yieldsof cotton than con
tinuous cotton, the increaseswere
not large enoughto be profitable."

In commenting on
tests recently performed in

this area,Reynoldsnoted a differ
ent type of rotation that seemed
profitable to farmers.

There seems to be a possi
bility that cotton can be grown
profitably in a three - year rot-

ation plan of cotton, grain sor
ghum and soybeans.

"Where other adapted legumes,
such as alfalfa, and sweet clover
can be grown a profit in ro-

tation with cotton, they could be
included in suitable cropping sys

"In such cases, the legumes
would be profitable as cash crops
in their own right, and in addi
tion, would add some organic
matterand nitrogen to the soil for
the following crop."

Irrigation, which has done
so much to boost the growth of
cotton in this area,has its heavi
est concentration here. Of the
nearly three million acresof irri-
gated cotton in the state, the 18
counties adjacent to Lubbock,
have the greatestpercentage of
any area.

While cotton is grown primar
ily for its fiber, cottonseedis an
Important by - product of its
production. The total farm value
of cottonseedin the United States
is estimated at 17 pec centof the
farm value of cotton fiber.

On the average, American cot
tonsecd consistsof 10 to 15 per
cent linters, 35 to 40 per cent hulls
and 50 to 55 per cent meats.

In the processingof cottonseed
by hydraulic mills, one ton of cot
tonseedyields about 310 poundsof
oil, 925 pounds of cake or meal
515 poundsof hulls, 135 poundsof
linters and 115 pounds of waste.

Cottonseedoil, as a food pro
duct, has many superior values.
It outranks other oils in the vol
ume used in the manuracturing
of shortenings, margarines, sal
ad dressings and packing oils.

Cake and meal are a highly
valuable livestock feed, largely
due to its high protein content.
Hulls are used mainly as a bulk
feed for livestock, especially cat-

tle. Too, they are used in the
chemical industry, in the making
of plastics and synthetic rubber,

The short fuzz, obtained in the
processing of tiie seed for oil, is
known as linters. It is used in
higher grades in the making of
carpets, medical cotton, twine,
and wicks. Other grades are used
in cellulose, paper and many
synthetic products.

Of the fiber itself, it is estimat
ed that more than 65 per cent of
the total mill consumption of fi-

bers in the U. S. comes from cot-

ton. It is used in the manufactur
ing of everything from wearing
apparel totire cord from tents
to mattresses.

Recently, with the introduction
of miracle fabric or "wash and
wear" items, a whole new field
has been opened tothe cotton in
dustry,

We will discussdefinite tips
on how to work with your boy in
this column for the next few
weeks. Keep in mind that your
boy is expected to give a perfor-
mance in each of his achieve
ments in accordancewith his age
and ability,

You, the parent, must sign his
book to indicate that he hascom
pleted an achievement. If you
want to cheat him, go ahead and
sign his book even though you
know that he has done a poor job
or has done no work at alL Sure,
you will be able to help him re
ceive his patch or badge, but you
will be failing him unless you re
quire that every piece of work be
done to the best of his ability.

Feats of Skill (Wolf Rank)
This achievement was not de

veloped merely to recognizeyour
boy for things he can already do,
Rather, its purposeis to help him
developnew physical skills. There
fore, try to help him choose things
that will be most helpful to h i m
and not merely the tilings that he
can already do. You will find him
more interested in these feats if
yoii can suggestsomeof the prac
tical uses for the skills. Help your
boy avoid becoming discouraged
if he cannot do the things at first
try.

He also said that, in the face
of rising costs and continuedi n-

vestment, electric service has an
outstanding record for economy.
In 1960, the average residential
customer paid just under three
cents for each kilowatt - hour of
electricity. This is 21 per cent
iss than ten years ago.

"Now, I know my customers
are going to tell me that their
electric service bills are higher
than they were ten years ago,and
they're right. They're also using
nearly 120 per cent more electirc
service than they did ten years
ago, and are still spending,on the
average, only 1.3 cents for elec
trie service out of each dollar that
they spend. The ladies spendmore
than that for cosmetics," hepoint
ed out.

As for the future, Home said
that the company and ten other
electric companies, in Texas are
w oi king on atomic fusion research
If it works, and there is opti
mism, the heavy hydrogen in sea
water would be the fuel souice,

"The presentday atomic plants
which are fission plants, don't
hold a candle to the modem fuel- -

powered equipment we have in
our areanow. We still have a good
fuel supply and that gives us the
opportunity to work on fusion,
and we sure shouldn't ever run
out of fuel, it comesfrom tea wa-

ter," Home concluded.

Fifteen Rural Electric Cooper-
atives buy all of the power they
use in this area from Southwestern
Public Service Company. These
purchasesme made at ninety even

diffeient jwints on the com-

pany's transmission system. The
laml County Rural Electric Co-

operative, for csample, pur-

chasespower nt eight locations at
the present time, and several oth-

ers are being considered for the
future.

"The rural electric coopera-
tives enjoy all of the advantages

j of our interconnected generating
and transmission system. There
are 12 power plants, all tied toge-

ther by the transmission network,
ready, and more than able, to
meet their power requirements as
they meet the needsof all or our
customers. They enjoy all of the
economies and efficiencesof the
large generatingunits that we
are able to install, such as thosei
at Plant X, without the necessity
of any capital investment of their
own for generation nnd the major
portion of transmission," Ho
ward Home, Public Service dis
tnct manager,pointed out.

Home added that in 1959, the
last year on which complete sta
tlstics are available, all of rural
electric cooperatives served at
wholesale by SouthwesternPub
lic Service Company, purchased
their power at a lower rate than
the national average for whole
sale purchase bycooDeratives.

"The real wholesale rate ad
vantage enjoyed by the coopera
tives we serve is the difference
btween our rate and the rate for
government generation and trans-
mission facilities in the territory
nearby. Our rate is 33 per cent
lower than what is being paid to
the so - called G&T organizations
in adjacent areas,"Home added.

Southwestern Public Service
Company's agriculture activi
ties go beyond the mere supplying
of electric power to rural electric
cooperativesand their own rural
customers. The company has an
Agricultural DevelopmentDepart'
ment which works closely with 4--

H and FFA groups and partici
pates in annual conferences on
grain handling and treatment and
other fields in which electnc pow
er can improve farm efficiency.
