GROWING REQUIREMENT FOR

SUCCESSIN MODERN BUSINESS

Death-Kne-ll Sounded for Guesswork and Slipshod
Methods by Advancing Technical Proficiency in

Finance, Trade and Industry How Banks
Are Developing a Professionally Qualified

Generation of Younger Bankers.

THE great school of Experience is still holding classesia
but the scientific sjjirit of the age has so gener-

ally invaded the workshops of industry and trade that they
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have largely become technical researchana
training laboratories in themselvesxnd are
no longer run on the ed cut-and-t- ry

methodsof former generationswhen Ex-

perience was considered the only teacher.
It would be hard to find a working force in
any pre-eminen- successfulbusinessor in-

dustrial organization in the United States
today but what the dominating leadership
is schooled the scientific principles of ita
specific field, whether manufacturing, mer-
chandising or finance. The rapidly advanc-
ing standardsof business in this country,
with their relentless demandsfor efficiency
asthe only hope for survival in the competi-
tive struggle for economic existence, has
soundedthe death-kne- ll for guessworkand
slipshod methods.

As a result, educational preparationin
the techniques of commerce, industry and.

finance are virtually essential to outstanding successin these
fields, as it is already an absolute prerequisite the various
recognized professions.

mora rapidly and surely and for en-

abling all classesof ability to gain the
maximum of success to which they
are entitled.

These facts are plainly recognized
by practical, work-a-da-y business In

every lino. Every progressive busi-

ness organization In America Is em-

phasizing the Importanceof education
as never before. Education has come
to be looked upon as the answer to
many of the problems within the or-

ganization as well as to problems af-

fecting Industry as awhole.

BusinessOrganizing Institutes
Institutes for developingspecifically

qualified workers are being operated
or organized In many fields of com-

mercial and Industrial activity. These
Institutes are trying various types or

educationalwork with a distinct trend

C. It would appear from the most re-
cent of the Department of
Commerce that the auto accident sit-

uation in this country is not improv-
ing. In view of all that has been

and written on the subject this
is disappointing. It emphasizes the
fact that American motorists are not
increasing their prudence and careful-
ness in proportion to the increase in
driving dangers.

During the four weeksending Sept.
7 there were 710 deaths in 78 of our
lragcst cities, as compared with G22
deaths in the same time last year. In
each of the last four months mote
than COO people have been killed by
machines, a total of 2400 deaths In
one-thir- d of a year. the worst
driving months of the year, Novem
ber and December, are yet ahead of
us.

Not all of the fatalities areconfided
to our targe by any means.
Hundreds of towns Littlefield are
adding one or to the list each
season,and helping to boost the total
up to a deplorable number. Each nnd
