How Far Are Promises

The symptoms of severe head-
aches, now epidemic, in our national
and state capitols, may well be diag-
nosed as inflamations caused by ab-
normal promises mgde in the heart of
campaign battles, A mere promise is
ordinarily no more binding than the
word of the author, nor can the
chord be any stronger than the
weakest strand of moral fibre that has
been woven into it. When—however,
a promise is receipted for with a half
million votes — it becomes a definite
contract.

In Wall street they have a couple
of words for this situation — “caught
short” meaning — that the individual
has sold more than he can deliver.
The old folks of Texas were promised
pensions, They did not check up to
see whether the merchant, with whom
they were dealing, actually had them
thar pensions in stock, and could
make prompt delivery,

We very sincerely hope that Lee
O’Daniell made these promises in
good faith. In fact, judging from his
frantic efforts to make deliveries, we
are almost convinced that he really
meant to make good. It is most regret-
able that this brilliant candidate was
not more conversant with legislative
procedure and constitutional limita-
tions, It is unfortunate — too, that the
mass of Texas voters were not anal-
ysts nor students of political economy.

However — hoth branches of the
state legislature, spirited by the fran-
tic efforts of the executive, are des-
perately trving to provide the funds
for the Old Age Pensions, We do not
are especially whether the money
comes out of the sales tax, the trans-
actions levy or the tax on national re-
sources, so long as means are provid-
ed to take care of folks in their declin-
ing years, when they are no longer
able to provide for themselves.
