early to estimate their effect upon
the situntion. The drive was enabl-
ing officials to find out more defi-
nitely just what rubber stocks they
could count upon, he added, and it
wns already apparent that scrap
wps not a cure all.

rubber have been raised in 19

Notes From County

Agent

Due to the national emergency
and our Poultry for Victory pro-
gram tilong with the associated in-

crease in price of poultry products,
it is natural thnt we have a greater
interest in poultry. However, accord-
ing to W. B. McAllister, Assistant
County Agricultural Agent of the
Texas A. and M. College Extension
Service, that office is receiving nu-

merous requests for information re-

garding diseases. Below is a sum-
mary of prevention and treatment
of some conditions procuring now.
Keep this, it may come in handy
later.

SANITATION: The establishment
of environmental conditions favor-
able for health to promote: Regular
cleaning and disinfecting of houses
and utensils. This is not a weekly
ndventurc; do it when it needs to
be done. Prevent fly breeding. They
transit several poultry diseases. One
can of lye to 16 gallons of water is
a good cleaning agent. Follow with
a good creosote spray.

VENTILATION': Have plenty of
fresh air without drafts and stale
air pockets. Poultry need fresh air

ficient vitamin A (obtained from
edible green feed). Treat hnd pre-
vent by: (1) Correct ventilation;
(2) Obtain source of vltnmin A;
(3) Spray with commercial spray
recommended for such; (4) Vapor-
ize Vicks Vnpor rub; (5) Spray
with Formaldehyde, one pnrt; Glyc-

erine two parts; water seven pnrts.
XOTE: Vaccination for pox nids re
sistance.

COCCICIOSIS: Affects birds
after two weeks of age; can

occur sooner. Birds eat very little
feed; wings droop, sleepy, bloody
droppings in chicks. No bloody drop-
pings in turkeys. Bright red intes-
tines, with hard cheesy mass in cccn.
Prevent and trent with 2M per cent
sulphur in feed. Use sanitation to
break cycle of coccidia. They ore
not inffective until on ground 18
to 24 hours. Clean house and uten-
sils once or twice daily. If severe
outbreak, use sulphur 10 per cent
for two days; 5 per cent three days,
continue with 2 per cent. If sul-

phur not nvailable; use along with
sanitation, the following formula:
Bluestonc 2 ounces in one pint of
vinegar; put one tablespoonful to
each gallon of drinking water for
four or five days in non-met- al con-

tainer.

TYPHOID: Affects nil ages, us-

ually growing stock and young lay-
ing hens. Gives history of intermit
tent deathsover period of weeks or
months. Symptoms of greenish diar
rhea; thirst, pale or dark combs.
Autopsy gives copper colored liver;
cometime pin-poi- white specks.
Greenish yellow material in intes
tines. Treatment: (1) Sanitation
clean up and fill all old mud holes;
m Eliminate sick birds; (3) Vac
cinate at time of outbreak two to
three times at three-da- y intervals.
This immunity is very short. Not
practical to vaccinateas a prevent-
ative for long periods. (4) Seven
and one-ha- lf grain tablet of bichlor-
ide mercury to each gallon drinking
water for three or four days,

BLACK HEAD IN TURKEYS:,
Keep turkeys free of cecal wormB
and you have no black head. Pheno-thiazin-e

is. giving good results. One
pound for 1000 birds. Mix this by
putting one pound of phenothiazine
in uo pounds of feed. Give each
100 birds G nounds of mtxturn. Vnr
growing birds (chickens and tjrk- -
eys) good results are obtained by
putting tablespoonful to 10 to 12
pounds of feed.
