The sales tax is an unfair and unjust method of raising
revenue, Dr. Karl Ashburn, professor of economics at
Southern Methodist University believes:

“This tax is unfair because it places the burden on
those least able to bear it—the masses,” he said

“If the tax is placed on every-day essentials, the stan-
dard of living in Texas, already low, will become still
worse. Should a heavy sales tax be imposed sales would
be curtailed and business slowed down,” he declared.

Corn-Hog Program
For 1935 Discussed

A corn-hog program for 1035 has
béen definitely decided upon by the
Agricultural  Adjustment Adminis-
tration, and the contraet and other
formg are being prepared now,” ac-
cording to E. M. Regenbrecht, Ex-
tension swine hsbandman, “Farmers
will be invited to sign these contracts
either late in December of this year
or early in Janoary 1935.

“The 1032-1933 base already es-
tablished will be used again in carry-
ing out both the programs Farmers
will be permitted to produce hogs to
90 per cent of the estahblished base,
and benefit payment will be figured
at $156 per head for the 10 per cent
not produced., Another festure of
the 1985 hog program is that it per-
mits the unrestricted purchase of
feeder hogs by contract signers from
| contract signers.

“An outstanding feature of the
11085 corn program lies in the fact
that the exact amount produced is
optional with the farmer within the
| limits of 70 per cent to 90 per cent
‘of the established base. Benefit pay-
ments will be made at the rate of 85
cents per bshel on the appraised and
'ndjusted yield.
| “Regulations as to what contract
 signers may plant on all land kept
out of corn production will be liber-
al, The only restriction Is that they
may not increase the amount of land
planted to any other base commeodity.

“Exact details of the corn and hog

g are not yet available, but
Ehhopndthnﬁuy- will be announc-
ed some time within the mext 30
days,” Mr. Regenbrecht said.
