titles. All recitals have been
guaranteedby American promot-

ers.
Seventeenpretty girls and sev-

en men of the company left Japan
for the United States. The prima
donna, Mrs. Mlchlko Sunahara,
left Paris to Join them at Las An-sole-s

and the first permance at
the Greek theater August 4.

Glarn&rdd& SlaC
Mrs. Sunahara, moth-

er of a daughter,made a seriesof

smash hit performances as Clo-Cl- o

San at the Opera Comlqule,
Paris, last year. She Is perhaps
the most glamorous Japanesesing
er ever on the stage.

Classical opera performances
never have been g In
Japan. Western music was Im-

ported some 100 years ago. Prima
donnas andoperachorus members
In Japan neverhave expected pay.
Usually they footed all expenses
and debts from the performances.

The Fujlwara group gambled
last December by singing In New
York with the New York City
opera. The members dutifully
footed most expenses. Unsettled
debts from the venture have total-
led six million yen ($16,600).

Gamble Pays Off
But the gamble paidoff. Yoshre

Fujlwara, 55, founder andmanager
of the company, has received
scoresof guaranteeoffers not only
from the United States but from
Jtaly, France, Spain, Brazil and
Argentina.

"I believe our trip this time
will enable us to settle at least
one half of last year's debts," Fu-
jlwara said. "The rest will be set-
tled next year from our trips to
Europe and South America."

The Japaneseaudience does not
mind paying $10 for n title boxing
match or $5 for a jazz concert but
does mind paying even a dollar for
an opera recital.

The Fujlwara Opera Company
Company has survived 20 years of
continuous lunses simply, because
Its members were mostly sons
and daughtersof well-of- f families.

In a country wliere the che'apest
piano costs a year's salary of an
averageworker, only rich families
can afford music lessons for their
children.

We hurry to say there's lots be-
sides hostess-hel-p in Miss Meyer's
book. It does Just what Its titla
Implies gives you complete home
freezing information based on the
author's own practical experience
plus her Investigationof sound re-
search. Dr. George Cook of tho
Long Island Agricultural and Tech-
nical Institute was one of the au-
thorities who checked the book.

Did you know you could package
hamburgers by the yard? "Do- -

Texas' almost miraculous indus-
trial progressduring tho last de-
cade ha3 attracted nationwide at-

tention. Many new manufacturing
establishments,big a"nd little, havo
sprung up over the state. An
enormous overall addition has been
made to the productive capacityof
the United States.

Wo want to continue our Indus-
trial growth. Development of largo
and dependable water supplies la
essential to maintenanceof the
rate of Texas industrial growth.
Water is the llfeblood of modern
Industry.

These needed supplies will have
to come from water resourcesnot
used at present.That Is a primary-conclusio-n

of an appraisal of the
Texas water problem made by taa
Bureau of Reclamation.
Must Develop Water Resources
The Bureau reports that Tex-

as has a potential water supply--

more than sufficient to take care
of all forsceable industrial and
farm and municipal needs. Our
present use of water represents
only about 15 per cent of the wat-
er available,year after year, from
Texas streams.

The water problem facing our
stale is two-fol- First, we must
take steps to conserve as much aa
possible of the 85 per cent of the
total supply that now runs oft
into the Gulf of Mexico and is lost
to use. Second, we must devlsfr
and put Into effect a distribution
system that will get adequate
supplies of water to the places
where they are most needed.

Must .Meet Challenge
Admittedly, this challenge is no

puny one. But It is one that must
be met. Only by meeMng It can
we take advantageof the unpar-
alleled economic opportunity be-

fore us.
Every phase of our anticipated

Industtlal development will re-
quire Increased supplier of water.
The Bureau of Reclamation pre-
dicts, for example, that eventual-
ly industries and municipalities
in the Gulf Coast area will re-
quire an annual water supply four
times as large as the present us-
age.

The Bureau report suggests
new and revised programs aimed
primarily at transforming Texas'
potential water resources into
available water supplies. It es-

timates economic gains that
would come to Texas as a result
of carrying out these programs.
It discusses thecharactor of the
Federal Interest In the Texas
watar problem. It outlines poli-

cies which respectboth State and
national interests.

Solution Vital to Texas
The solution of our water prob-lo- m

Is vitally important to Texas,
of course. But not to Texas
alone. The entire nation has a
great stakd In solving this prob-'er-a.

Tho nation needs tho addi-
tional manufactured goods and
farm products that would coma
with greater utilization of Texas
water resources.

I hope that Texas and the Fed-
eral government will work to-

gether to solve the problem with,
tho rights of Texas over its own
waters protected to the fullest de-
gree.

Tho bails of such a cooperative
program Is set forth in the report
by the Bureau ef Reclamation.
