First SlesTax ReturnIn
RevenueEstimate
RevisedUpward

The first check returned to
Littlef leld by the state on the
one cent city salestaxprogram
has arrived, and Is a pleasant
surprise, city managerJim
Shearersays.

The net amount of $16,899.35
was returnedafterstandardde-

ductions by the state from a
gross collection of $18,106.08.

The collection was for the
second yearly quarter of

April, May and June, the first
period in which the city par-
ticipated in the tax program.
Since the tax was not voted in
until Dec. 27, 1967, the pro-
gram did not go into effect until
April 1, 1968.

The state chargestwo per-
cent of the gross as a col-
lection andadministration fee
and requires a 4.76 percent
reserve to cover bad checks,
collection mistakes, etc. The
former Is a setpayment by the
city, but the latter Is return-
able, at least In part, depend-
ing on the reliability of the
payments submitted.

OLTON An Olton Insurance
adjustershot his estrangedwife

then killed himself here Sat-

urday.
Charles McClain, 4a, ut a

single .38 caliber bullet in his
wife's head andthen turned the
gun on himself, firing one Into
his own head.

He was pronounced dead on
arrival at Olton's Community
Hospital at approximately 0

p.m. Saturday, a short time
after the shooting took place.

His wife, Norma, 36, was

plans, and 2. A thorough study
of tills area's potato produc-
tion and costs.

But Dr. Simpson warned the
study should not be limited to
potatoesalone.

"A processingplant such as
you have In mind hero might
well beable to handleothercom-
modities, too, and it would be
important that you have its pro-
duction goingas muchof theyear
as possible," he said.

Interest in the project appar-
ently is high among business-
men of this area, with thecrowd
showing good representation
from both segments,

Simpson said he was "well
Impressed" with the turnout,
and also with themany improve-
ments the city has made In re-
cent years.

He said the USDA would help
with the project "in anadvtaory
capacity."

"We would furnish you with
facts,butyouwouldneedto make
your own decisions from these
facts," he explained.

He said USDA feasibility stu-
dies are taken in steps,so that
"if step one or two Is not pro-
mising, you can alteryourplan-nin- g,

or start in a new direc-
tion."

Simpson listed two alterna-
tives In pursuing the project,
one through contact of anestab-
lished firm to set up a branch
plant here, the other with the
community establishingand op-

erating the plant Itself.
He said an areawithin a 50-m- ile

radius would be a good
basis for production, and that
a possible marketlngareawould
be a north-sou- th rectanglefrom
Kansas south and bounded by
Albuquerque on the west and
Dallas on the east.

Told that the Littlefield plan
has In mind a plant which would
processand packagefrozen po-

tatoes,Simpson said die group
also should look at "dehydra-
tion," or dried products.

He stressedthe need for
"getting all the facts" aboutpo-

tato production In this area.
"You first have to know about

your product, Its qualities,pro-
duction and costs," he said.
"And you have to know how and
where you are going to sell it."
