Grain Support

Cording almost on the heels of
an announced cut of a cotton

' acreageof more than lOperceni
in permitted cotton planted
acreage In 1963, is a partially
compensating announcementby
Dept. of Agriculture this week

of a 9if per hundred Increase
In support price for grain sor-
ghum, effectivefor next year's
production.

While the cut for cotton mea-
sures more dollar loss,thanthe
grain sorghumprice means in-

crease, it does go a long ways
in softening the Impact which
the announced cotton acreage
cut generatedin this, one of the
top - ranking cotton producing
counties of the nation.

Not only did SecretaryFree-
man announce a 9 - cent in-

crease in supportpricefor next
year, but the overage of farm
program participants was
brought back into the loan pro-

gram, after an absencefor the
past two years, which servesto
further up, both the grossand
net income from grainsorghum.

Texas counties are the heav-
iest producers of grain sor-
ghum In the nation, and the in-

crease is vital to the economy
of the entire state. In turn the
counties of the High Plains are
the major sorghum producers
of Texas, which means a lion-sha-re

of theannouncedincrease
area- wide.

The announcementby the se-
cretary specifically raises
the Loan and PurchaseAver-
age Support Price from $1.62
to $1.71 per cwt; the total
support price from $1.91 to
$2.00per hundred.

Lamb county's 1962 grain
sorghum production Income will
total above $i6,000,000, esti-
mated as high as $16,500,000.
The new price support increase
will up this tfgure more than
$1,000,000, and could make the
county total worth as much as
$18,000,000.

The 1963 feed grain sorghum
programdiffers from the 1961-6-2

programprimarily because
of an additional 18 - cent pay-
ment in kind as a result of the
new price support figure. The
increase Is aceompllshed
through higher loan and pur-
chaseagreementrate, with no
change of payment In kind.

The 1962 crop brought an in-

crease of approximately $300,-00-0
