However,
any large decision should be shar
ed with the doctor, and she should
not give medicine or treatment on
her own hook.

It will be to her advantage if the
family medicine cabinet holds only

and a small rubber ear syringe. In
addition tbe family doctor might
like to recommend an antiseptlc,
8 laxative, antacid, a beadache
remedy, and a lotlon for minor
skin allments.

For the bed fast patient certain
things will be needed; a bedpan
and urinal (for a man patient), &
container for vomiting, a supply of
tissues and a sack pinned to the
side of the bed for their digposal
and plenty of cotton, If the urine
is to be measured, 4 menguring
glass or cup will be needed as well.

When the physician makes a sick
call, he has most of the materials
he needs in his bag, However, he
will be alded if an extension cord
for his right equipment or a flash-

materials which it is safe to keep
there, Poslong, sleeping drugs, and
medicine prescribed for a certain
patient should not be left in the
medicine cabinet but instead plac-
de somewhere that children can't
get hold of them, preferably under
lock and key. Any medicine which
is not clearly labeled of which
might become dangerous when too
old should be thrown away. Cer-
tain drugs like the antiblotics
should be refrigerated. Tollet arti-
cles such as mouth washes and
shaving creams should be separat-
ed from medicines to avold pos-
sible mistakes.

Materials which should be kept
in the medicine closet include ad-
hesive tape, rubbing alcohol, petro-
leum jelly, absorbent cotten, [in-
ger dressings, gauze bandages
ef several widths, scissors, tweez-
ers, & fever thermometer, medi-
cine dropper, & hot water bottle
(which can double for an ice bag),
some kind of enema equipment,

He should
have a place to wash his hands,
plus soap and a clean towel. The
patient should be ready for exa-
mination; he should be on the side
of the bed where the doctor can
work easily, only a sheet (or at
most one additional bedcover)
should be placed over him, and
the gown or pajamas should be re-
moved or loosened. A stralght
chair should be placed by the patl-
ent's bed for the doctor's use.

One person ghould remaln in
the sickroom during the examina-
tlon to help the doctor as he re-
quests and to assure the patient.

Last year White's
herd of Holstein and Guernseys
produced eight heifers, the re-
venue from which is not included
in his profits from his dairy oper-
ations,
