75, which permits the workers
from Mexico to come into this
country and work, King pointed
out that the law will expire on
Dec. 31. "If thesepeople are
denied the right to come to this
country, agriculture will be a
scarcity as we are unable to
find adequate labor."

The speaker also pointed out
that federalfarm programscon-
cerning wheat, cotton and feed
grain will terminate in 1965, "It
is everyone'sJob to see thatthe
laws written In arebestfor
all," King declared.

Area

In Talk Here
George Mahon, representa-

tive for the 1 9th Congression-
al District was honored at an
informal coffee and reception
in the Llttlefield Community
Center Tuesdayafternoon. The
brief visit attendedby close to
250 of his areasupporters,gave
the congressmanthe opportun
ity to expresshis views on the
problems faced by this area's
farmers and businessmen.

Mahon. chairman of the dow- -
and eful House Appropiations

Committee said he felt defense
spendinghad reached it's peak,
but hastened to add there is
little hope for large reductions
in the near future. In his
brief address,theCongressman
touched on a wide range of sub-
jects, foremost among these
were the farm program. Ma-
hon pointed out that thelegis-
lation on cotton, feed grain, and
wheat, will have to be renewed,
extendedor modified when con
gressreconvenesin early 1965,

"I find the feed grain pro-
gram to be reasonablyaccept-
able to most of the growers,
and the people are not too un
happy with the present cotton
program, which will expire next
year. Mahon added.

In discussing the taDor pro
gram as it ettects tmsarea.
Mahon said the Bracero pro
gram, which will run out in
December, will bring about a
shortage of farm workers, that
could put a crimp in this year's
harvest. To comoat tnis pro-
blem, the leglslatortsuggested
that with the domestic work
force offered by this area, all
able bodied unemployed people
could be given a meansof in
come, by doing this, Mahon said
we could reducethe unemployed
and thus reduceour relief pay-

ments.
Mahon. who plansto visit each

county in the 19th districtprior
to the November 3rd general
election, stated present estim-
ates indicate the federalgover--
