New Trial In Hunt
Case Is Granted

. Judge C. D. Ruasell, 64th District
Court, Friday granted a new trial to
Jim Thomas, 50, paroled conviet,
who ‘was under death sentence upon
€onviction in the slaying of Dr, Roy
Hunt, 36, of Littlefield.

I’r!ll’)"lkd wus  convicted at Plain-
view August 30, No date has been
set for a new trial.

Judge Russell granted the new
trial after testimony Friday that
Thomas' previous criminal record
had been mentioned in the Jury
room,

Thomas was a conviet on parole
at the time he was arrested in Gal-
veston, Oct, 27, 1948, and charged
with the Hunt slaying on Oct. 26.
He had been serving a five-year
aentence from Lubboek county after
conviction of adsault with intent to
murder Baxter Honey, private guard
on the premises of a Lubbock coun-
ty resident. State authorities have
revoked his parole,

At Friday's hearing on the motion
for a new trial in the Hunt slaying,
Judge Russell said he wanted to hear
what counsel had to say about jur-
ors’ mentioning Thomas' past record.
The court made it ¢lear that he
“would not grant a new tria]l on
other matters” presented,

Virgil Winn, foreman of the trial
Jury was not present at the
hearing, but he gigned an affidavit
which said there was “some discua-
gion, or at least statements to the
fact by some of the jurors that the
defendant was an ex-convict, but
there was no discussion as to his
record or what he had formerly
been convicted of.”

J. M. Stubblefield, juror, testified
there were statements among the
Jurorg that Jim Thomas was an “ex-
conviet," that Thomas was on parole
at the time Hunt and his 26-year-
old wife were glain, and that some-
one remarked “How come him out
of the penitentiary?"

Eilgar Winn, another juror, said
that after the jury was impanelled,
there was some discussion of Thom-
as' record asg a convict, but not after
the jury was charged.

Nine other jurors had not heard
the matter discussed by jurors.

The explosion
knocked the skipper, who was still
on the ship, into the sea. Valentine,
paddling around in the deep water,
found himself the target of machine
gun bullets. He loosened his life
jacket, and, holding the straps, dived
intermittently, under the water to

his life jacket had been shot to
pleces. As Valentine made hiz way
back toward the reef to see if he
could find another |ife jacket, he
saw two burning mattresses from
his sunken boat drifting in the wa-
ter.

“The thought came to me that if
I got under the mattress 1 might
deceive the gunners into believing
| was dead and had sunk. So I got
under the mattress. | managed to
hold it up over the water so 1 could
get a breath of air now and then.
I'ne smoke almost smothered me
but it sure was a lot better than
out in the open facing those bul-
lets.”

Valentine recalled the first attack
came early in the morning., He said
the two PT boats were in Japanese
controlled waters and his boat be-
came grounded on a coral reef,

“The other PT was attempting
to pull us off when two of our
fighter planes saw us and attacked.”
Valentine declared. “Because we
were in enemy waters they thought
we were Jap boats, even though we
were flying the American Flag.”
The initinl attack caused a few
casualties. The PT boat gunners,
firing in self defense, shot down
one of the planes and the other then
left.
“Later we learned the alarm was
spread that two Jap runboats were
sighted,” Valentine asserted *“Mean-
ttime, we were still attempting to
get off the reef. At noan, about 85
planes came over—all our own—
still under the belief we were the
enemy. Eight were torpedo planes.
We were strafed. Bombs fell all
around us. After four near misses
had rocked our boat, the skipper
eried the order to abandon ship. It
was just 4 matter of seconds before
& bomb made a direct hit.”
This second attack, Valentine dis-
closed, lasted about one hour and
16 minutes. The planes left still un-
der the impression the North Sacra-
mentan and his fellow Americans
were Jupanese. Five hours later an-
other wir armada approached, this
time accompanied by a Catalina fly-
ing boat. The first the fliers learned
they had been bombing and strafing
their own men was when the Cata-
lina picked up a sailor who had
drifted far away from the reef, and
whom the Catalina pilot had be-
lieved to be one of the Americans
shot down by the PT gunners.
