Second, the less productive pupils a majo-
rity in school as elsewhere would, for a time, be
relieved of the necessity to study or to produce.

first thought was of a Constitution
which would safeguard what they so
agonizinglyhad won.

Thus it was that the Constitution for
the United States of America came
Into being Sept. 17. 1787, at the Con-

stitutional Conventionin Philadelphia.
And that, further to safeguard the

rights of the individual and of the
states, the historic Bill of Rights
the first 10 Amendments became
part of the Constitution Dec. 15, 1791,
upon ratification by the states.

Yet, farseeing though they were,
these safeguards for the dignity and

This disease causes
light green to yellow
atmnks in leavesandheads

A microscopic mite:
transmits the virus from
infected native grassesor
volunteer wheat to planted
wheat. He points out the
mite responsiblefor trans-
mission of this diseaseis
the tulip mite and not the
commonly known brown1

wheat mite. When the mite
is present in large num
bers, one may note that
top leaves are severely
rolled. Mites may be found
inside these rolled leaves
but only with the aid of
a hand lens or microscope.
Early planted wheat is

more severely attacked.
Late planting, from late
Septemterto mid-Octob- er,

seems to give Best con
trol of the disease. This
allows growers time to de
stroy volunteer wheat ana
frost to kill native gras
ses so the virus cannot
be transmitted to planted
wheat. Volun'eer wheat
should be destroyed two or
three weeks before planti-
ng the new crop so mites
responsible for transmis
sion will be eliminated.
