on the disposal plant at $lfl,4S3
for a Carter Clarigeter This was
$663 less than the next bidder

Chlowe and Cowan of Lubbock
will drill and equip the new water
well. Their bid of S4697 w as slight
ly higher than the low bidder, but
the city commissioners felt that
the pump they offered was con-
siderably superior to that sped-fiel-d

in the lower bid.
This totals $83.05-1- , leaving some

$17,000 out of the bond proceeds
to cover other costs, such as the
engineer's fee, bond brokerage,
and the settling reservoir and its
equipment. The commission has
already purchaseda steel tank
for this purpose togther with two
pumps and necessaryvalves and
fittings. It was not included in
this week s bids.

The contractsspecify that work
must commence within ton days
after they are signed. However,
they cannot be signed until the
bond broker completes his work
and delivers the money. At last
word from First Southwest Com-
pany, the bonds were in the hands
of the printers.

Harold explained that he feeds the
off-gra- stuff mostly to the older
cattle in the winter. He adds that

e hay will not sell for
much more than $10 a ton on the
Imarket, but by using it through
his cattle, he believes it to be
worth $30 a ton.

The brothers also produce more
grain than they need each year.
Tills year, with their cotton allot-
ment cut down to little more than
200 acras,they enn sell grain from
80 acres, after filling three 2,100
bu granaries to capacity for
their own use.

This year, the 2 brothers have
tried a new cropping practice in
their over-al-l program. In the
spring, on 9 acres, they planted
yellow corn and New Era peas In
the same rows, using a single
planter box. They irrigated it 4

times, putting down a total of 32
inches of water, and estimate the
com production, should they have
attempted to harvest it ,at about
80 bu. per acre.They did not har-
vest It, however, but recently
turned 21 head of cattle in on it,
and they say it should support the
cattle for at least 100 days.

Pructlco G Years Old
Although the practice of plant-

ing pens and corn together is ab-
out 6 years old in Lamb county,
It was the first time the 2 bro-
thers had tried it, and they ap-
pear to bo highly satisfied with
the results beinsr obtained They
explain that while the cattle are
getting a balanced ration from
the corn and peas, a total of 10
lbs. of feed per animal per day
that otherwise would haVe to be
fed, is saved

Harold emphasized that otra
water wals not required because
the pea1' were added to the corn.
Instead, the pea leaves shaded the
ground and kept the water from
evaporating ton great extent

Harold and Oscar are optimistic
about their farming program,
"Livestock farming will pay off, t

even in low price years, if the
land is not overstocked If n far-
mer will Islmply sit down and det- -

ermine how many head of cattle
his land will support, he can make
a go of it He must, however, be
able to raise his own home grown
feed, and hemust have a feed re-
serve to fall back on in lean
years.

plained today, "is the best Yule-tid- e

insurance you can get. With
it your greetings will bo proces-
sed nnd delivered quicker. And,
too. they will be forwarded .or
returnedif it becomesnecessary."

This eliminates any worry ab-

out whether or not your season's
greetings were received. Your
own return addresson the enve-
lope will help others keep their
address books up to date Then,
too, Christmas cards sent with
three-ce-nt stamps may carry writ-to- n

messaged,n custom everyone
really appreciates. But do not
send a written message in an un-

sealed envelope with a two cent
stamp: be sure to use the three
cent stamp if you have written a
message on the card.

Christmas card envelopes smal-
ler than 2 3-- 4 by 4 inches or lar
ger than 9 by 12 inches require
cancellation by hand nnd must
carry first class postage.

Another thing that will shorten
delivery time greatly is to tie
your cards in separate bundles
with each addressfacing the same
way. Then mark each bundle "all
for local delivery" and all for out-of-to-

delivery."
Parcel post packages should be

mailed earlier than the cards
the earlier the better. Use air
mail parcel post if you are late.

Size and weight limitations for
parcl post vary according to place
of mailing and destitatlon. In
some cases, packages cannot ex-
ceed 72 inches in length and girth
combined, nor 20 pounds in weight.
