LEGAL NOTICES

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION
NO. 19

proposing an amendment to the
Constitution of the State of Texas
authorizing the Legislature to pro-
vide for Civil SBervice in certain
counties upon a vote of the people
therein,

BE IT RESBOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATURE OF THE
BTATE OF TEXAS:

Bection 1, That Article XVI of
the Constitution of the Btate of
Texas be and the same Is hereby
amended by adding to sald Article
a new Bection, to be known and
designated as Bectlon 62-¢, reading
as follows:

“Section 62-¢., The Leglslature is
atthorized to provide for the cre-
atlon of Civll Bervice Bystems for
county employees in the respective
counties of this State, but any sys-
tem so suthorized and established
shall be approved by a vote of the
people In sald county. Any Civil
Bervice SBystem established by virtue
of this Bection shall apply to ap-
pointive officers only, and the limi-
tations on term of office heretofore
provided by Bection 30 of this Ar-
ticle shall not apply, but the dura-
tlon of such offices shall be gov-
erned by the provisions of such
Oivil Bervice Bystem. This Sectlon
shall not apply to counties having
a population less than seventy-five
thousand (75,000) people.”

Sec. 2, The foregoing Constitu-
tional Amendment shall be submit-
ted to n vote of the qualified elec-
torate of the State at an election to
be held on the second Tuesday In
November, 1040, at which election

ing voting machines the sald ma-
ctl‘\.lnu ghall provide for) the fol-
lowing:

“FOR The Constitutiona! Amend-
ment authorizing the Legislature to
provide for Civil Bervice in coun-
ties upon a vote of the people
therein”; and

“ACGAINSBT The Constitutional
Amendment authorizing the Legis-
lature to provide for Civil Service
in counties upon & vole of the peo-
ple therein."
