A bill relative to the removal of
buildings and other propertyfrom en-

cumbered realestate, has been Intro
duced in the Scnnto by Senators Dug
gan nnd Hornsby.

The bill woh referred to. the com
mittee on criminal jurisprudence.

The Senate Journal reports the va
rious featuresof the proposed law as
folows:

"S. B. 125, No. A bill to be en
titled :"An act making it a misdemean-
or, punishable by fine of not less than
Fifty Dollars nor more than Two
Thousand Dollars and in addition
thereto imprisonment in the county
Jail for not less than, thirty days nor
more than six months, for any person
who is the owner or part owner of
any land, rural or urban, in this State
which land is encumberedwith a valid
contract loin, to remove or knowingly
permit removal from said land any
house, out-hous-e, barn, garage, fence
or other Improvement thereon or to
wilfully damage or destroy any such
house, out-hous-e, bnrn, garage, fence
or other Improvement thereon or per
mit it to be doneduring the existence
of such lien without consent of the
holder of such lien, anddeclaring nn
emergency."

There -- has been legal actions aris-
ing out of tho removal of property
which is covered in tho proposed law,
nnd action of the legislators on the
Duggan-Hornsb- y bill will be followed
with much interest.

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Tom Hunter Gives
His Views On State
TaxationProblems

AUSTIN, Texas. Feb. 1 "No tax
will reach all alike; wo must have n
Dicnticu tax system to properly allo-
cate tho burden," declared Tom F.
Hunter of Wichita Fall, who is in
Austin attending tho sessionsof tho
state legislature. Mr. Hunter was a
candidate for governor at the last
election.

"If wo aro to have a sales tax, one
third of it should be retained by the
counties in order that tho county and
school real estate tax intent bo re
duced. Governmental evpenscs must
bo reduced.

"One pipe-lin- o company, in a de-

pression year, showed a net earning
of $20,157,042.42. It paid a 40 per
cent dividend. It paid a total state
tax that year of only $471,877.47.
The total tax to tho tote was only
2.3 per cent of their net enrnings,
while the home-own- er of Texas paid
100 per cent of tho net return value
of his homo in taxes. A part of tho 2.3
per cent was the G9 cents or. tho $100
valuation, state ad valorem tax. To
pass the sales tax and abolish the
state ad valorem tax and to quit at
that would mean that their tax was re-

duced 25 per cent on tho one hand
and no increase by reason of the sale3
tax, becausethey are not buyers.

"The voting of the constitutional
amendment, exempting a $3,000 valu-
ation on a homestead,was a greatvic-
tory for tho plain people. It contem-
plates the shifting of that part of
their burden to tho organized few of
wealth that have heretofore evaded
their just portion. Now the salestax,
and quit, and you will have this same
burden back on this same crowd, in-

creased because of the abolition of
tho state ad valorem.

"A graduated income tax, levied
upon tho cxtrcmo high bracket is the
only tax that they can not pass on to
the masses.I believe that in this hour
of depressionthat every person, firm,
and corporation should como to tho
rescue of a bankrupting state with
the samedegrco of patriotism that the
boys manifested In their inlistment in
the recent war; shoulder proportion-
ately the load that we must carry in
orderJo avert these Impending dan
gers even tho big moneyed combines
should pay proportionately. Let nn In-

come tax be levied upon all who arc
not buyers nnd payers undertho sales
tax. For example, tax all incomes in
excess of one hundred thousand dol-
lars. On tho first million levy a five
per cent tax; on the second million
a 10 per centtax; on tho third, 15 per
cent tax; on the fourth and fifth, a 25
per cent tax; and on all in excessof
five million a 35 per cent tax.

Club: Club feeding was Iwited
this year duo to financial difficrltics
and lack of feed, due to drouth, in
so many sections of thecounty. One
club rncmbcT. "Lonnie Nelnast, of the
Harts Camp club, fed five junior
calves with an initial weight 01 2,036
pounds and purchase cost of 5cper nound or a total of $148.54. The
calves were fed 156 days, and con
sumed 7,800 kafir bundles. 9,800
pounds machine "headed kafir, and
1,600 pounds of cotton seedmeal, all
a a cost or $30.90, Total cost, feed
and purchase price was $179.44.
These calves sold for 5c per pound
nnd 3,700 pounds were sold for a
total incomo of $227.52,leavinga net
income of $48,158 or $9.71 per ncad.

In addition to the above mentioned
demonstrations; 8 other farmers fed
out 4,000 head of cattle, consuming
approximately b,000 tons or gram
sorghum heads of Lamb county.
Now on feed: There are at present
2,275 head of calves iif the feed lots
of farmersin Lamb county "being fed
by iu larmer-recdcr- s.

Club: Forty-thrc- o club boys and
cirls of Lamb county arc fcedinir 114
Junior and senior hcrcford calves
through which they are marketing
their 4-- H club feed crops. Thirty-nin- e

of these are fecdinjr 94 calves on n
cooperative contract with the Hnlscll
Cattle company of Amherst, Texas.

All of these calves went on feed
September 8 and 12, and will be fed
205 days.

Five farmers interested in feeding
accompanied the county agent to the
experiment station at Spur on the
Field day conducted for the results
of their feeding experiments.

U. B. McQuatters of Littleficld,
closed his secondyearas a demonstra-
tor during 1932, and found at the
close that ho had raised the average
buttorfat per cow 130.2 pounds by
close culling and the r.ddtion 01 bet-
ter cdws to his herd, and his feed-
ing operations being built around
irood pastures and soy bean hay.

Average for this herd or live cows
Is a total production of 35,990.5
pounds of milk with nn average test
of 4.9 per cent butterfat, giving a to-

tal production of butterfnt of 1,788.-9-5

pounds. Total value of skim milk
nnd butterfnt is $471.35, with rfn av-
erage pricp for butterfat for the year
of 18.7c Feed costs were charged
against the herd as follows; Pasture,
$26.60; 8060 pounds of roughage,
$191.02,.13 986 pounds of concen-
trates, $91.15. giving n total feed
cost of $116.77 and not pi ofit above
feed cos4of $334.58. Feed cost per
pound of butterfat was $077.

R.L . May, a fourth year demon-
strator, was again entered into the
Amarillo News-Glob-e Master Dairy
Farmerscontest, and during this year
made enough improvements to raise
his placing of sixth from the year be-

fore to third.
Two dairymen, TU L. May and I .

L. George of Olton, filled trend)
silos this year with a total tonnaro f
185 tons of good quality silage. Mr.

May stated on December 15, "I am
just realizing more 'each year the
value of gpod sllagu; Just this month,
and tho past week especially, duo to
blizzards, my cattle fiavo been able
to get no succulent feeds other than
the silage I am feeding, nnd their
production has not fallen off one
pound."

The county ngent conducts butter-
fat tests once each month for dniry
demonstrators andfarmers In tho
county that are interested.

Tho county agent during the past
year has assisted 10 farmers in se-

curing pure-bre- d sales for their dniry
herds. One bull circle changed bulls
this year, and anotherto be changed
immediately after the first of the
year.

Five dairy farmers madechangesin
their dniry herds durinir the last year,
following suggestionsmnde by the
county ngent.

Poultry Demonstrations
Thirty-seve-n thousand, two hun-

dred and ninety-eigh-t eggs from an
average of 247 hens, an nverage of
lbl eggs per hen, was produced ior
two "demonstrators, Mr. R. L. May,
Amherst, and Mrs. C. P. Smith of
Littleficld, during 1932. These hen"
consumeda total of $162.85 worth of
home-grow-n feeds nnd had a total in-

come for eggs,birds sold, and produce
consumedat home of $441.32, leaving
a net Incomo above feed of $288.47.
Average Income per hen above feed
cost was ,$1.17, and average feed
cost per dozen of eggswas $.049.

The flock of Mrs. C. P. Smith of
Littlefield produced 31,795 eggs from
an average number of 178 hens at a
total feed cost of $120.91 or $.uiv
per dozen. Mrs. Smith used home-
grown feeds, provided shade,and kept
In mind that poultry are a market
for home-grow-n feeds as much as
possible, practiced parasite and insect
control, and found that when she at
tempted to do without a laying mnsh
in order to feed cheaper, that her
flock went to pieces , nnd is now
realizing the cost of bringing them
back Into shape.
