Glass fiber mat was also test-
ed for ease of penetration by
vegetation, Bermudagrass,
commonly planted on waterway
channels in the Southern Great
Plains, came through the glass
fiber mat readily. Further test=
ing with other grasses is need-
ed,

New Cotton

Spin Machine

Is Developed

A radically new experimen=
tal cotron spinning machine, de-
veloped by U, S, Department of
Agriculture engineers, may
be an important step toward e=-
ventual automation In cotton
spinning mills,

Although much additional re=
search will be needed to per=
fect lts operation, the proto=-
type apparatus has demonstra=
ted advantages that could lead
to considerable savings of time
and labor required in spinning

| €otton yarn,

Inventors of the machine
known as the SRRL Ringless
are G. J.
Kyame and H, R, Copeland of
USDA's Agricultural Research
Service, Their machine spins
cotton without the use of bobbin,
ring or traveler, which limit
the rate of yarn production
and the size and shape of yarn
packages in current spinning,

The machine has two major
faults, say the Inventors, It
puts more twist in the cotton
than is desirable In a satisfac-
tory yarn and the yarn varies
in thickness and strength along
its entire length and its appear=
ance is inferior,

In conventional spinning, a
bobbin is mounted on a spin=
dle thar revolves inside a clos=
ed ring at speeds up to 12,000
revolutions per minute, AS
the bobbin turns, twist is 1m-
parted to a strand of fibers,
converting it into yarn, The
yarn, in turn, is wound around
the bobbin.

In the SRRL Machine, the
yarn is wound directly from
the spindle into packages of any
shape or size needed for lat-
er processing steps, This el-
iminates time and labor now
required to change hobbins and
rewind the yarn,

The manufacture of cotton
yarn consists of an expensive
series of disconnected pro-
cesses, Although several of
these have been combined or
connected, many textile people
agree that the full advantage of
automation cannot be realized
in spinning mills until present
processes are replaced by an
entirely new spinning proce-
dure. The SRRL Ringless Spin-
ning Machine, officials believe
is a step in this direction,
