Good management of grazing herds [s made easier;
time and labor are saved in tragaferring the stock
and greater safety Is provided for the attendants
when properly located and strong fences are used,

Bates offers these suggestions to those who may
be planning new fences for the farm. The outside or
boundary fences, he says, should b¢ placed on lines
established by a licensed surveyor. This practice will

Monticello stands on a high hill
two miles south of Charlottesville.
In the past, this hill was called
“Jefferson's little mountain”™
commanding as it does a magnifi-
cent view of the surrounding
country. When a young man, Jef.
ferson was a keen student of

architecture as well as low and,
on this hill, he decided to build
a mansion. While the building
was in the process of erection,
the family home, *“Shadwell,”

nearby, where Jefferson was born
and which he had inherited upon
his father's death, burned to the
ground in 1770. Fortunately, one

room Iin the new house was suf-
ficlently finished for ococupancy
and, using this room as parlour,
bed-room and study, Jefferson
was able to superintend, at close
hand, the completion of his resi.
dence and the laying out of the
