By 700,000 Bales

The 1940 United States cotton
crop will exceed last year's harvest
by one million bales and stand only
700,000 bales below the ten-ye- ar

average, the Agricultural Marketing
service reports.

From this source prospects for
a yield of 12,847,000 bales is re-

ported, exceedingthe Departmentof
Agricultural's October 1 report by
100,000 bales. Factors responsible
for the Increase shown in the 'Nov.
1 forecast include maturing of late
bolls in the Carolinas due to un-

usually favorable weather in Octo-
ber. This resulted in an increase
of 1105,000 bales in the two states
over prospectiveproduction a month
ago. Favorable weatheralso boosted

mail deliveries when U12 carrier
was late. Such was Llltlofield's
first post c.ff.'ce. The first mall
arrived March 14 by horse and
buggy team.

yield prospects by 115,000 bales
in Missouri, Arkansas and Okla-
homa. Large crop outlook in the
five states more than offset poorer
prospects in Georgia, Alabama and
Mississippi, the Agricultural Mar-
keting Service reported.

Ginning is behind the correspond-
ing period of last year over much
of the cotton belt, but the crop's
quality, on the basis of cotton
ginned, is showing somewhat better
than thatat the sametime in 1939,
the Service reports.

The building is CO feet, eight in
ches wide across the front, which
faces Sixth Street, and has a depth
of 57 feet, six inches. Ground area
is 3,818 square feet and content
108.490 cubic feet. Lot has a 120
ft. frontage, w,!th a depth of 170

'feet.
It has a cround floor and one

story. Building is of modern de-

sign, with a concrete base, brick
exterior walls, concretetrim, cornice
and metal windows.

The entrance is flanked on oach
side with windows extending to the

For the first time this season
1940 cotton fs'nnings exceeded those
of 1939 for the correspondingdate,
when totals up to November 14,
showed 322)157 bales compared to
315,808 for last year,

Hockley county leads tho area,
with 45,893 bnle3 to place 14th in
tho stato; Lamb county is a close
second with 41,174 bales to placp
16th in the state and Lubbock is
third with 39,036 bales to 'rank
19th.

'Net increase is 7,077 bales. For
tho state, ginnings were 2,728,505
this year compared to 2,544,264 a
year ago.

Eleven counties in this area show
jncrcases over 1939; Bailey, Bris-
coe, Cochran, Dawson, Floyd, Gai-
nes, Hockley, Lamb, Motley, Scurrj
nnd Terrv.

Lynn county ranks fourth in the
area: Dawson fifth: Terry sixth
and Bailey seventh. All of these
counties ginned more than 20,000
bales.

Lead'ng the state is Ellis with
65,064 bales compared to 71,274 a
year ago; Collin is second with 64,-8,7- 9

bales compared to 58,628; Fort
Bend is third with 60751 bales
compared to 32,851; Fanr.'n is fif-
th with 56,64il bales compared to
49,805; Nueces is sixth with 53,-91-5

bales compared to 78,615 and
Wharton is seventh with 53,126
bales comparedto 36,470.
Jones county ranks 12th; Runneh

21st; Haskoll, 23rcL amongJother
West Texas counties.

Approximately 50,000 bales was
ginned over the area during the
first two weeks in November. The
Dec. 1 totals will not, it is believed,
snow that much of an increase
over the total,

market, as rains have reduced gra-
des to below that acceptable to
the Commodity Credit corporation
except with a penalty that puts
the loan below the open market.

The victim was cremated shortly
after midnight when tho heavy six
whoel trailer-truc- k he was driving
struck highwjpr embankment guard
posts and plunged approximately 25
feet over a cul?rt into a canyon
a moss of tanked, burning wreck-ag-o,

Jlighway patrolmen and citi-

zens of tha aroaWho went o the
sceno of tho tragotfy were Unable
to remove tho charred remains of
tho driver until daylight because
of tho heat from tlo etlll smoulder-
ing wreckage,

Observers surmised that Whita
had fallen aslep,4 allowing tho

Site of the crash was on a straight-
away portion of tho highway short-
ly after a dangerous curve had
been negotiated.

Small cans of oil carried on the
truck were hurtled 100 yards ahead
of the scene of the crash. Inves-
tigators, who had to scramble
down into the canyon-lik-e cranny
where the trailer portion of the
truck had landed right side up, re
constructedtho tragedy as follows;

Wh'tc had reportedly refueled
and reloaded at Wichita Falls about
8 o'clock and started his run back
to tho South Plains. Shortly after
passing the dangerous curve, scene
of several serious accidents the
past few years, he probably dozed
off, allowing the wheels to "kiss''
tho highway banister guard, thus
throwing the truck out of control.
The heavy vehicle skidded and
crashed through about five of the
posts ripping away tho steel ribbon
which they support, then plunged
Bomo 25 feet down tin embankment
catchingfire.

Douglas Mcador, editor of the
Matador Tribune, who rushed to
tho scene of the crash described
the scene as one of the worst such
accidents in tho history of the sec
tion. Parts of the victim's skull
and ribs were visible ns was a por
tion of a broken arm, the flesh
having been burned completely off
those portions of the body.

White is survived by n wife and
three children.

Structure Is Being
Built At A Cost Of
More Than $70,000

Construction on the new Little-
field post office is nearing com-

pletion, and following the corner-
stone laying this afternoon, tho
structure will be rushed to comple-
tion. It is expected that it will bo
ready for occupancy by Jan. 1.

Bids were opened on March 26
Jn Washington for the construc-
tion of this building, adjoining tho
City Hall, on a site donated by the
City of Littlefield.
"Contract was thereafter awarded

to the Barnes Construction Co., of
Springfield, Ohio, who wero given
sovon months in which to complete
the structure.

The new post office Is beng
constructed-- at a cost of more than
$70,000, and will take the place of
the present inadequate quarters on
Fourth Street, occupied by the post
office since about 1929.

The launching of construction of
tiiQ building marked tho culmina-
tion of a dream of Littlefield's citi-

zenship down thru the years, and
was brought about by tho continued
efforts of Congressman George Ma-

hon, and otliors whox worked dili-

gently to secure, for this city this
much needed structure.

On Monday, May fi, Mayor Homer
Hall, at the ground breaking cere-
mony, turned tho first shovel of
dirt, which marked the starting of
construction, and with Arthur E.
Strey, superintendentof the Barnes
Construction Co., in charge, tho
